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Editorial

Vážení přispěvatelé a čtenáři,

letošní ročník Přehledu výzkumů je v pořadí še-
desátý. Je to dobrá příležitost k zamyšlení nad his-
torií, zaměřením a další perspektivou časopisu, nad 
jeho obsahovou i formální stránkou. V současné době 
probíhá v rámci redakce Přehledu výzkumů a celého 
brněnského Archeologického ústavu diskuse o budou-
cím směřování periodika. Výsledky této diskuse se 
promítnou do podoby 61. ročníku a následujících čí-
sel časopisu. Tuto proměnu již v předstihu – během 
roku 2018 – uvodily dvě inovace: indexace časopisu 
v citační databázi SCOPUS a zprovoznění komplet-
ního databázového rejstříku všech ročníků a čísel. 
V roce 2020 bude spuštěna další novinka: webově 
založená aplikace pro odevzdávání hlášení o výzku-
mech. Recenzované studie a články vycházejí stále 
častěji cizojazyčně a jsou dostupné v elektronické 
podobě na adrese http://prehled-vyzkumu.arub.avcr.
cz/prehled-cisel-a-clanku/. Postupně je doplňován on-
-line přístup ke starším ročníkům.

Co určitě zůstane i v budoucnu základním atribu-
tem časopisu, je členění každého čísla do dvou čás-
tí, z nichž první tvoří recenzované „Studie a krátké 
články“ a druhou reprezentuje každoroční „Přehled 
výzkumů na Moravě a ve Slezsku“. Obsahem první 
části budou nadále vědecké studie a články zaměře-
né na pravěkou a historickou archeologii se vztahem 
ke geografickému území Moravy a českého Slezska 
a s metodickým přesahem do příbuzných disciplín. 
Druhá část přináší průběžně – ve všech 60ti roč-
nících – přehled terénních aktivit za daný rok na 
území Moravy a Slezska. To bylo také původním 
posláním Přehledu výzkumů: informovat o nových 
terénních výzkumech – badatelských i záchranných. 
V zájmu dostupnosti těchto informací pro zahraničí 
byla značná část zpráv překládána do němčiny. Ač-
koliv „přehledu výzkumů“ dnes stále více doplňují 
webové aplikace (např. Archeologická mapa ČR), jeho 
informační potenciál zůstává zásadní. Bez něj by řada 
terénních aktivit nebo archeologických nálezů „zmi-
zela“ z povědomí odborné i laické veřejnosti.

Připomeňme si pár údajů z historie. Přehled vý-
zkumů vydává brněnský Archeologický ústav Aka-
demie věd od roku 1958; tehdy vyšly dva „ročníky“, 
a  to za rok 1957 a 1958, a v roce 1959 vyšel zpětně 

svazek za rok 1956. Poté následovalo již vydávání 
v  chronologickém sledu, i když řada svazků vyšla 
s jedno- nebo víceletým odstupem. Zpočátku šlo 
o  ročenku, počínaje ročníkem 46 jde o recenzova-
ný časopis nejdřív s jedním číslem a od ročníku 52 
se dvěma čísly: první číslo je zaměřeno rámcově 
na pravěk, druhé na středověk a novověk. Zejména 
v  90. letech prodělal Přehled výzkumů období hle-
dání s řadou změn obsahových i formálních. K těm 
pozitivním inovacím patřilo zajisté rozšíření obsahu 
o „Studie a články“ počínaje ročníkem 35 za rok 1990 
(do té doby tvořil obsahovou náplň každého svazku 
v  podstatě jen „Přehled výzkumů na Moravě a ve 
Slezsku“). Za méně pozitivní jev lze s odstupem času 
označit několikeré změny v titulu a  formě Přehledu 
výzkumů v průběhu 90. let (pro přehled připojuje-
me na konci tohoto čísla přehlednou tabulkou všech 
ročníků a čísel).

Hovoříme-li o historii Přehledu výzkumů, nemůže-
me nezmínit několik osobností s ním úzce spojených. 
Vedle zakladatele Josefa Poulíka jmenujme z prvotního 
období alespoň Annu Medunovou-Benešovou jako hlav-
ní redaktorku, Rudolfa Tichého jako překladatele cizo-
jazyčných příspěvků a resumé nebo Bělu Ludikovskou 
jako autorku kresebné dokumentace. Svůj zásadní podíl 
na kontinuitě vydávání titulu v době hledání nové formy 
a nakonec i v celém posledním období má dlouholetý 
hlavní redaktor Petr Škrdla.

Co je důležité, posledních 8 ročníků Přehledu vý-
zkumů se vyznačuje jednotnou podobou nejen z  hle-
diska svého číslování, resp. názvu, ale i formátu, 
vazby a grafického zpracování jednotlivých svazků. 
To je jistě závazek i pro další roky. Změny avizované 
počínaje ročníkem 61 se tak dotknou zejména for-
mální stránky časopisu. Můžeme jen doufat, že tyto 
úpravy budou „trvalého“ rázu a přispějí k renomé 
a  celkové stabilitě periodika v dalších letech.

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Dear contributors and readers,

This year’s edition of Přehled výzkumů is now 
the sixtieth. This is a good opportunity to ponder 
the history, focus, and further prospects of this 
journal, as well as its content and formal aspects. 
The editors of Přehled výzkumů and the entire 
Brno Institute of Archaeology are currently in-
volved in discussions concerning the future direc-
tion of this journal. The results of this discussion 
will be reflected in the 61st edition and subse-
quent issues of the journal. This transformation was 
brought on – back in 2018 – by two innovations: 
the indexing of the journal in the SCOPUS citation 
database and the launch of a complete database 
index of all yearly editions and issues. In 2020 
another new feature will be launched: a web-based 
application for submitting research reports. Re-
viewed studies and articles are increasingly being 
published in foreign languages and are available in 
on-line at http://prehled-vyzkumu.arub.avcr.cz/pre-
hled-cisel-a-clanku/. Online access to older yearly 
volumes is gradually being added.

What will certainly remain a fundamental attri-
bute of the journal in the future is that each issue 
will be divided into two parts, the first of which 
comprising reviewed “Studies and Short Articles” and 
the other being the annual “Overview of Research 
in Moravia and Silesia”. The first part will continue 
to contain Research studies and articles focused on 
prehistoric archaeology, archaeology of Roman Pe-
riod, Medieval and Postmedieval archaeology, with 
relationship to the Moravia and the adjacent part of 
Silesia and with methodology overlapping into related 
disciplines. The other part will provide a continual 
– in all 60 editions – annual review of field activ-
ities for the given year carried out in Moravia and 
adjacent Silesia. This was also the original aim of 
Přehled výzkumů: report about new field excavations 
– including both research oriented and salvage ones. 
In order to make this information accessible abroad, 
a considerable number of the articles were translated 
into German. Although “Přehled výzkumů” is now 
complement from web applications (such as the Ar-
chaeological Map of the Czech Republic), its informa-
tion potential remains of crucial importance. Without 
it, many field activities or archaeological finds would 
be “forgotten” by the professional community and 
the lay public.

Let’s look back at a few events from the journal’s 
history. Přehled výzkumů has been published by the 
Brno Institute of Archaeology of the Academy of 
Sciences since 1958; back then two “yearly volumes” 

were published, for 1957 and 1958, and in 1959 a ret-
rospective volume was published for 1956. After this 
the journal was published in chronological order, even 
though a number of volumes came out one or more 
years later. It was initially a yearbook; since volume 
46 it has been a reviewed journal first with one is-
sue and, since volume 52, with two issues: the first 
issue is generally focused on prehistory, the second 
on Mediaeval and Modern times. During 1990s in 
particular Přehled výzkumů went through a period 
of searching for a new style. One from positive in-
novation was certainly the expansion of the content 
to include “Studies and Short Articles”, commencing 
with volume 35 for 1990 (until the content of each 
volume was essentially just “Overview of Research in 
Moravia and Silesia”). In retrospect, one less positive 
factor was that fact that several changes were made 
to the title and form of Přehled výzkumů during 
the 1990s (as a summary we present a table of all 
volumes and issues at the end of this issue).

If we are reviewing about the history of Přehled 
výzkumů, we cannot miss several of the people 
closely associated with it. In addition to the found-
er Josef Poulík, we should at least mention editors 
from its early days such as Anna Medunová-Benešová 
as editor in chief, Rudolf Tichý as the translator of 
foreign-language contributions and résumés, and 
Běla Ludikovská as the artist behind the drawing 
documentation. A fundamental role in ensuring the 
continuity of the publication at a time when a new 
form was being sought and eventually throughout the 
whole of the recent years has been played by the 
long-standing editor in chief Petr Škrdla.

What is important is that the last 8 volumes of 
Přehled výzkumů have been consistent not only in 
terms of their numbering or title, but also as regards 
their format, binding and the graphic design of the 
individual issues. This is definitely an expected com-
mitment for future years. The changes announced 
starting with volume 61 will thus particularly affect 
the formal aspects of the journal. We must hope that 
these alterations will be permanent and will boost 
the renown and overall stability of the periodical in 
the years to come.

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Abstract
The authors deal with the development of the settlement of the Malá Haná region on the border of historical 

Moravia during the Late Roman Period (stages C3–D1) and during the Migration Period. After the intense 
settling of settlements by the Suebi with the Roman-provincial, Przeworsk culture and Chernyakhov culture 
contacts, which culminate in stage D1, there are strong ties to South Moravia and the Central Danube region 
at Malá Haná in stages D2 and D3, or alternatively to the Danube-East Germanic cultural group from the 
5th century (finds of fibulas, buckles, ironwork in the style of Untersiebenbrunn, probably a Hun sax, skeletal 
grave from Knínice). Through Malá Haná we can assume the movement of the Lombards on their way from 
Bohemia to South Moravia, as evidenced by the unique finds of parts of the belt garnitures from Jevíčko and 
probably also by unique finds of swords (spathae) from two other sites.

The importance of finds from the Migration Period in Malá Haná 
(Moravia)

1. Introduction

In the scope of the Specific Research Project of the 
Faculty of Arts, University of Hradec Králové, “Je-
víčko and Malá Haná region in the Migration Period”, 
we continued in 2018 to carry out the realization of 
the archaeological research in Jevíčko IV (formerly re-
ferred to as Jevíčko-Předměstí 6) and examined finds 
that can be dated to the Roman Period and especially 
to the Migration Period in the region of Malá Haná. 
While we have been systematically paying atten-
tion to the Roman Period since 2010 (e.g., Droberjar 
2012; 2014a; 2014b; 2015a; Droberjar, Jarůšková 2017; 
Droberjar, Vích 2011), the finds from the Migration 
Period have only begun to appear lately and hence our 
attention was gradually fixed on them.

In addition to presenting the newly published finds, 
the aim of this contribution is to point out the im-
portance of mainly rare metal artefacts from the 5th 
and 6th centuries, while highlighting the role of the 
late Suebi settlement from the end of the Roman Pe-
riod and the beginning of the Migration Period. The 
sources we have for understanding the period of the 
4th – 6th centuries in Malá Haná are available from 
unique finds (surface collections and detector pros-
pecting), from several rescue surveys and especially 

from systematic research in Jevíčko and Sudice. The 
archaeological research in Jevíčko is being carried out 
by the Department of Archaeology, University of Hra-
dec Králové in cooperation with the Museum of the 
Boskovice Region.

So far we have used rather traditional criteria for 
the demarcation of Malá Haná (the location of ar-
chaeological sites and places suitable for settlement

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between the towns of Boskovice and Trnávka), which 
may be inaccurate, especially for other types of sites 
than settlements. Therefore, it is necessary to define 
this area more accurately, and geo-morphology is suit-
able for that (fig. 1; Bína, Demek 2012). 

According to this scientific discipline, the region of 
Malá Haná (geo-morphological sub-complex, IID-1B) 
is part of the Boskovice Furrow (geo-morphological 
complex, IID-1), which belongs to the Brno Highlands 
(geo-morphological area, IID). Malá Haná consists 
of six districts (Bína, Demek 2012, 99–101): the Je-
víčská Depression, the Chrudichromskian Ridge, the 
Krhovský Ridge, the Lysice Depression, the Letovice 
Basin and the Svárovskian Highlands. Malá Haná has 

a significant elevation, namely 300 m (290–590 m), 
and extends from north to south between the town 
of Černá Hora and the town of Trnávka. They sur-
round Malá Haná from the south and the east: Adam-
ovskian Highlands, Konická Highlands, Drozdovská 
Highlands and Mírovská Highlands, from the south in 
the west: Žernovnická Horst, Nedvědická Highlands, 
Českotřebovská Highlands and Moravskotřebovská 
Upland.

The favourable geographical and natural condi-
tions of Malá Haná attracted people to the picturesque 
landscape in several periods. The same was true in the 
Roman Period and the Migration Period. If we are to 
devote our attention to the new finds from the 5th and 
6th centuries in detail, we must first draw attention 
to the previous development of settlements in the 4th 
century.

2. Suebi settlements in the Late 
Roman Period until the beginning of 
the Migration Period (stages C3–D1)

The main problems associated with the end of the 
Roman Period and the beginnings of the Migration 
Period in the area of ​​the North Danube were dealt with 
in numerous studies by J. Tejral (e.g. 2011), who also 
laid the foundations for the chronology and classifica-
tion of Barbaric and late Roman monuments according 
to individual find sets and groups. Today, his research 
on the peak of the development of the home-based 
Suebi settlement in C3 and his gradual ending in the 
intermediate stage of D1 in connection with the depar-
ture of a substantial part of the Suebi to the west and 
the arrival of new Barbarian societies is generally ac-
cepted. J. Tejral (1986, 212–215; 1987, 323, 324–345; 
1997, 328–334) defined a transitional stage between 
the Late Roman Period and the Migration Period D1 
and established its duration at between 370/380 and 
400/410.  He also delimitated the material content of 
the Late Roman settlements of the so-called Zlechov 
type (Tejral 1989), which are also represented in Malá 
Haná. Yet in the chronological concept of the end of 
the Roman Period and the beginnings of the Migration 
Period, however, there is a certain terminological in-
consistency in the relative chronology of the youngest 
Suebi finds of the North-Central Danube. This is most 
evident in the application of relatively chronological 
degrees C3 and D1.

While stage C3 is long (310/320–370/380) and 
more diverse housing and grave finds and objects can 
be included, the intermediate stage D1 is shorter and 
is characterized by far more typical finds. A  more 
precise definition of the finds from D1 to C3 is given 
particularly by the presence of various foreign ele-
ments (from the late provincial environment, from the 
cultures of the Černá Hora and Przeworsk, or nomadic

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artefacts). However, in addition to these two stages, 
the term C3/D1 appears in the literature as a broader 
transition between the Late Roman Period and Early 
Migration Period with a time span of 360/370–400/410 
(Tejral 1988, 16, 20; 1992, 228, 230; 1998, 186–188, 
Abb. 4). The term C3/D1 is used by more archaeolo-
gists. V. Varsik (2008, 40–41; 2011, 40–45) puts his 
V settlement horizon in the range C3 – C3/D1 (the 
last quarter of the 4th century, or around 400). J. Jiřík 
(2010, 263) also found some finds from Bohemia 
in C3/D1 (380/400 to 410/20). Only in one of them 
(Zeman 2009b, 285, 286, 290) are there four differ-
ent concepts: transitional horizon C3/D1, Late Roman 
horizon C3/D1, Late Roman stage C3/D1, horizon D1 
and stage D1, without the differences being explained. 
In another work (Zeman 2006, 464), the author speaks 
of C3/D1 (330/350–410/420). Also in some works of 
Polish researchers there is the term C3/D1, which 
was first used by K. Godłowski (1992, 42–47). M. 
Mączyńska (1999) distinguishes grade C3 and grade 
D1 and uses C3–D1 for wider dating.

If the intermediate stage between the Roman Pe-
riod and the Migration Period is D1, then it makes no 
sense to keep an intermediate stage of C3/D1. More 
practical, in the case of unspecified dating, than the 
wider time span of C3–D1, or even better of C3b–D1, 
seems to be stage C3/D1. The basic problem, howev-
er, lies in the detailed chronology of long-term stage 
C3 (310/320–360 / 370). J. Tejral (for example, 1986; 
1988; 1992) first considered the determination of two 
stages C3 of stage C3 in the Chernyakhov culture 
based on fibulas, buckles, combs and glass goblets. 
V. Bierbrauer (1994, 112, 113, 117, fig. 22) divides C3 
into two phases according to Tejral’s pattern, older 
(C3a) and younger (C3b), while the younger phase is 
between 350/360–370/380 (Bierbrauer 1992, 263). If

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we can try something similar in the Elbe region and 
in the Suebi settlement area north of the Middle Dan-
ube (e.g., Droberjar 2016, 839), we must refine the C3 
chronology on the basis of new finds and research. 
A suitable area for exploring this issue may be the 
Malá Haná region (fig. 2), which in late antiquity was 
not just a transit area. However, it can now be stated 
that some foreign elements did not have to enter the 
Suebi territory in stage D1. Greater concentration in 
the group of draft ceramics in the Suebi settlements, 
which has its models in the Late Przeworsk culture 
of the 4th century (Droberjar, in press a), suggests the 
presence in C3 (in C3b?).

At Malá Haná, 24 settlement sites from the Late 
Roman Period can be identified (fig. 3). In addition 
to the three sites investigated by a rescue research 
in Lysice, Bořitov and Chornice (see Inventory 1), 
a systematic research of the metallurgical centre in 
Sudice took place and a systematic research of the 
Late Roman Period in Jevíčko is currently underway. 
An array of finds comes from surface collections and 
some of them from detector prospecting. Pottery is 
the most important material for the identification and 
cultural inclusion of late Romanesque settlements. In 
Malá Haná, we can distinguish between the pottery of 
the Suebi (hand-shaped, even on the circle), Przeworsk 
and Roman pottery.

Late Suebi Pottery

The most numerous group in settlements from the 
4th century (stages C3 to D1) in Malá Haná consists 
of rough hand-made pottery, mostly with a rough sur-
face, which dominates the whole of the Suebi region 
(Tejral 1989, 79–80, Fig. 2; 1990, 18–21, Abb. 4–14). 
In Malá Haná, there are S-shaped profiled pots and 
conical bowls, sometimes decorated (fig. 5). In Jevíčko, 
there are mainly S-shaped profiled pots decorated with 
finger sockets on the edges (fig. 4: 1–4, 6, 8–11). Oc-
casionally, egg-like or double-conical pots appear with 
a sharply bent edge from Chornice (fig. 5: 6) and Lysice 
(fig. 5: 7), for which we know the analogies at the sites 
of Mušov (Tejral 1990, Abb. 10: 7, 14: 7), Zlechov 
(Zeman 2007, Abb. 8: 1; 9: 1), Bratislava-Dúbravka 
(Elschek 2017, Taf. 44: 18; 69: 1), Branč (Kolník, Var-
sik, Vladár 2007, tab. 72: 2, 4; 143: 5), etc.

Wheel-thrown pottery, type Jiříkovice, or 
rather type Jířovice/Olomouc 

Also in Malá Haná, this pottery is present in frag-
ments in most housing estates and in the order of per-
centages, where it is 3% in Zlechov (Zeman 2006, 
460) and 8.5% in the Kostelec settlement in Haná 
(Vachůtová 2007, 402, 407). It is often referred to as 
type Jiříkovice (Pernička 1970; 1985; Vachůtová 2011), 

a Moravian version of the Young Roman wheel-thrown 
pottery of domestic origin (Peškař 1988, 116) or the 
Moravian-Slovak group of grey wheel-thrown pottery 
from the Late Roman Period (Tejral 1985b, 105). In 
addition to the workshops in Jiříkovice, where ribbed 
profiled bowls predominate (Peškař 1988, 117–118, 
123, figs. 7–9), various shapes were produced mainly 
in Olomouc-Slavonín and Olomouc-Neředín (Kalábek, 
Šrámek 2006). In Malá Haná, perhaps except for the 
fragment from Bořitov (fig. 6: 3), where two rails are 
more visible, no typical rib-decorated pottery charac-
teristic of the workshop in Jiříkovice is represented. 
On the contrary, in some fragments, e.g., from Bořitov 
(fig. 6: 1–2), analogies can be seen in Olomouc work-
shops (Kalábek, Šrámek 2006, fig. 15: 1; 18: 4).

Late Przeworsk Pottery

Among the foreign vessels of the Barbaric environ-
ment, several fragments of wheel-thrown Przeworsk 
pottery, also referred to as grey Dobrodzień pottery 
(Droberjar, in print), can be identified in Malá Haná. 
There are finds of coarse reservoirs (Krausengefäße) 
and pots in Jevíčko, Chornice and Lysice (fig. 7), as 
well as sporadic fragments of fine pottery decorat-
ed with a burnished zigzag line in Bořitov and Ly-
sice (fig.  8). The analogy to the reservoir decorated 
with lines of linear lines, creating the motif of two 
fir branches from Lysice, is located on the reservoir 
in East Bohemian Krčín (Jílek 2009, 259, figs. 8–9). 
Numerous analogies to the stamped decoration from 
Chornice were evaluated by J. Jílek (2009, 271). The 
combination of scratches and a simple engraved wavy 
line on the fragment in Jevíčko also occurs in Late 
Przeworsk pottery (Szydłowski 1974, tabl. LXI: h), 
similarly as a pot found in Jevíčko has its counter-
part in Silesia (Loskotová 2009, tab. 53: 1089). Fine 
pottery, decorated with a burnished zigzag or an ir-
regular wavy line from Bořitov and Lysice, is com-
monly found at Przeworsk sites of the 4th century 
(e.g., Loskotová 2009, tab. 6–10; 42); the wavy line 
has direct analogies in Dobrodzień (Szydłowski 1974, 
tabl. CXX: b, c).

Late Roman Pottery

Fragments of glazed late Roman pottery also come 
from the region of Malá Haná. Among them, green-
green glazed mortaria, which were found mainly in 
Jevíčko (fig. 9: 1, 4–8), stand out. Glazed mortaria ap-
pear mainly in the 2nd half of the 4th century at Mora-
vian settlements (Tejral 1985a, 332–333), but also in 
cremation burials (Peškař, Ludikovský 1978, 70–71, 
figs. 18–19; Droberjar, Kazdová 1993, 141). Otherwise, 
they are documented throughout the area populated by 
the Suebi to the North-Central Danube (Kolník 1995, 
252, Abb. 1).

Also in Jevíčko we find a bordered fragment of 
a vessel, decorated with a chisel, with vertical walls 
with remnants of green glaze, originally with two 
handles – skyphos (fig. 9: 3). We also observe this 
pottery from other Moravian sites, for example, at the 
cemetery in Velké Hostěrádky (Peškař, Ludikovský 
1978, 71–72; tab. 12: 1–2), in Šlapanice (Čižmář 1997, 
Abb. 8) or in skeletal grave 3 in Pohořelice-Nová Ves 
(Tejral 2011, Abb. 57). These are typical late antique 
Pannonian products (e.g., Burger 1979, Taf. 20: 110/3; 
23: 132/1; Krekovič 1998, 40, Taf. 31: 1) from the 
second half of the 4th century.

The third type of Late Roman pottery found in 
Lysice is the upper half of a pot with a spout made 
of rough grey pottery (fig. 9: 2). A similar pitcher 
was part of skeletal grave inventory no. 13 in Pohoře-
lice-Nová Ves (Čižmář 1997, Abb. 4: 4; Tejral 2011, 
Abb. 55: 2; 72) and a cottage in Bratislava-Dúbravka, 
building 125/92 (Elschek 2017, Taf. 77: 1). This type 
of vessel is characteristic of the Pannonian environ-
ment of the 4th century (e.g., Kraskovska 1974, fig. 79; 
Tab. XXXVI: 4; Harshegyi, Ottomanyi 2013, 509, 

fig. 5: 8) and it can also be found in the 1st half of the 
5th century at the Norwegian burial site in Favianis/
Mautern (Pollak 1992, 258, Abb. 8: 3).

Decorated buckle of Chernyakhov culture 
from Cetkovice 

In addition to the research findings in Jevíčko, we 
do not yet have too many metal artefacts in the Late 
Roman Period. One of them is a decorated oval buckle 
(fig. 10: 3) and a buckle (Droberjar 2015b, 69, fig.  1: 
3–4) from the Cetkovice II settlement. While the one-
part fibula with a rectangular foot also decorated with 
stamped triangles can only be classified in stage C3 
(Peškař 1972, 122–125), the buckle allows a more ac-
curate dating. The analogous decoration of the trian-
gular stamps on similar shapes of the strips (fig. 10: 
1–2, 4) can be found in burials of the late stage of 
the Chernyakhov culture (C3b) at the sites of Gavri-
lovka, gr. 26 (Tejral 1988, 18, Abb. 5: 4), Kosanovo, 
gr. 21 (Tejral 1992, 234, Abb. 5: 4; Bierbrauer 1994, 
113, Abb. 22b: 4), Ryzhevka, gr. 1 (Мagomedov 2001,

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272, ris. 72: 6) etc. If these buckles in the territory of 
the Chernyakhov culture are dated to stage C3b and 
are among the youngest elements of the Chernyakhov 
culture, then north of the Middle Danube, or rather in 
Moravia, we can put them in intermediate stage D1 
(Bierbrauer 1994, 118).

Disturbed cremation burial grounds of the 
Young Roman Period from the Jabloňany

In addition to settlement artefacts, we lack graves 
and burial grounds from Malá Haná. The dating of 
finds from the disturbed graves of Jabloňany found 
at the beginning of the 20th century and placed by 
M. Čižmář (2014, 226) to the second half of the 4th 
century, or rather at the beginning of the 5th centu-
ry, can be corrected by the presence of a fibula with 
a  ligated foot (Peškař 1972, 14, Taf. 21: 4; Droberjar, 
Jarůšková 2017, 81, No. 136) of the type Almgren 158 
var. Opatów 1 (Jakubczyk 2014, 123–125) in the scope 
of stages C1 – C2, i.e., the 3rd century.

Roman coins

We must not forget the finds of late antique coins. 
We know several bronze or copper coins from the 
4th century from Malá Haná. Three of them come 
from the settlement context (Biskupice II, Jevíčko 
IV, Knínice I/Šebetov I). Only one, namely the re-
duced follis of Emperor Constantine II (317-337) can 
be accurately determined (Militký - Vich 2011, 289, 
Fig. 2b: 14). Coins from three other localities were also 
identified, namely from Biskupice (unknown place): 
Diocletianus/284–305 (Militký 2013, 204), Jevíčko 
I: Constantinus I/307–337 (Militký, Vích 2011, 289, 
fig. 2b: 15/2) and Letovice-Meziříčko: Constantinus 
II/317-337 (Pochitonov 1955, 279, no. 1254). Today’s 
disputed and difficult to control supposed mass find 
from Jevíčko, which could contain eight late Roman 
coins, may be the youngest embossing of Constantinus 
II (348–350/351) placed in the 2nd half of the 4th cen-
tury (Militký 2013, 204–205, fig. 27: 412).

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3. Finds from the Early Migration 
Period (stages D2 a D3)

At the end of 2018, we managed to identify 12 sites 
with finds from the Migration Period (fig. 11), two more 
with finds of swords (Bedřichov and Křenov) in the 
immediate vicinity west of Malá Haná. Of the twelve 
sites, the majority (9) are places of discoveries from the 
5th century, and at least three belong to the 6th century. 
They are mainly isolated finds of metal garments (fib-
ulas, buckles) and other artefacts. The only skeleton 
grave (Knínice V) is known for the whole time of 
the migration in Malá Haná. Although the 5th century 
finds (from stages D2 and D3) are not yet numerous in 
the region studied, the artefacts below provide an in-
teresting picture and suggest that this geographically 
closed region was not entirely isolated in the evolution 
of the Migration Period.

Ceramic cup from Lysice

A small ornate vase-shaped beaker with a lower con-
vex belly comes from the settlement in Lysice I, where 
objects dating back to the Late Roman Period (C3b–D1) 
were examined (Fig. 12: 7; Čižmář 2014, Fig. 93: 4). 
Similar vessels with distinctly narrow necks occur in 
the Elbe-Germanic context in Bohemia and southern 
Germany. The closest analogies in terms of decoration 
style are finds from burial complexes, both from Bohe-
mia: Pchery-Humny (fig. 12: 6; Svoboda 1965, 256, tab. 
LXXV: 1), as well as from Pomohaní: Kahl am Main, 
gr. 17 (fig. 12: 8; Teichner 1999, Taf. 33: 6). While the 
Czech find is of close proximity to the Vinařice pottery 
with patterns in levelled cups (Droberjar 2013a, fig. 99: 
7, 10), the pot from Kahl am Main belongs to the be-
ginning of the 5th century. Typically similar containers 
are ceramic shapes with wider necks found in settlement

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object no. 82 in Tisová-Staré Mýto (fig. 12: 4; Jílek, Vích 
2015, 102–103, tab. II: 5) or in a skeletal grave (1894) of 
the eponymous location of the Vinařice group (fig. 12: 
1, Svoboda 1965, Table XXV: 9, Droberjar 2013a, 185, 
fig. 99: 5). We also find counterparts for these shapes in 
Mohan river: Kahl am Main, gr. 7 and gr. 79 (fig. 12: 5 
and 3; Teichner 1999; Taf. 33: 4; 35:16); or rather the 
Rhineland: Hockenheim, gr. 3 (fig. 12: 2; Hegewisch 
2007, 171, Abb. 122: 3). The Hockenheim vessel belongs 
to the 5th century. The Lysice cup is not known for a 
closer context the discovery, T. Zeman (2009a) does not 
mention this find and M. Čižmář (2014, 228, Fig.  93) 
even writes about the existence of a cottage from the 
5th century with pottery with trailed decorations and 

he presents the pottery along with the described cup 
together from the whole site on one table. It is there-
fore difficult to solve the problem without the original 
documentation, which is not accessible to the Moravian 
Museum. In any case, it is certain that the Lysice cup 
can be dated either to D1 or to D2, with Elbe-Germanic 
origin and a connection to the west of Moravia.

Forging of a horse harness in the 
Untersiebenbrunn style from Uhřice 

A very interesting, albeit rather fragmentary object 
from the site Uhřice II, is a part of a fragment of an

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axe-shaped pendant of a horse harness decorated with 
stamped rings in the Untersiebenbrunn style (fig. 13: 
1). The layout of the stamps around the perimeter of 
the hinge arm and the central line are clear evidence 
of its affiliation to this type of item (fig. 13: 2–4). 
We attempted to reconstruct the bronze forging with 
the remnants of silvering on the basis of analogous 
findings, which are characteristic of stage D2 (Tejral 
2011, 167–174, Abb. 127–128; Kazanski, Mastykova 
2017). It is formed by a circle of concentrated small 
triangles. A similar decorative element is found on the 
late Roman forging of a belt from the Runder Berg 
site (Quast 2008, 286, Abb. 18: 8). Although the find 
from Uhřice cannot be classified directly as a luxury 
type of forging made of gilded silver, it is very close 
to it and represents a prestigious type of artefact not 
only in Moravia.

Fibula of the Drösing/Belgrade type 
from Jevíčko

In the case of the find of a buckle with three but-
tons on a triangular head plate from the site of Jevíčko 
XVI (fig. 14: 1), discovered by an unknown looting 
detector researcher, we unfortunately have no reliable 
data (see list). If this fibula was actually found on the 
site, then it can be considered a novelty in our envi-
ronment. Similar fibulas are identified by J. Bemmann 
(2008, 147–148, Abb. 3) as the Drösing/Belgrade type, 
dating back to stage D2. They are similar to fibulas 
of the Niederflorstadt-Wiesloch type (Böhme 1989, 
Abb.  2–3). The fibula from Jevíčko is very close to 
a find from the Hungarian site Veres-Patak (fig. 14: 2), 
since in addition to the ribbed foot it also has crossed 
lines in its upper part. Fibulas of the Drösing/Bel-
grade type can be tracked in different sites (fig. 14) 
in the Central Danube Region and Western Europe, 
with three sites (no. 1, 2 and 6) in the Barbarian area 
and four located in the Roman-provincial environment 
(no. 3, 4, 5 and 7).

Fibula of the Slížany type from Světlá

A two-piece crossbow fibula with a wedge-shaped 
foot comes from the site Světlá I, which M. Schul-
ze-Dörrlamm (1986, 624–625, Abb. 34–36) ranks 
among the Slížany type, or rather among his group 176 
(Schulze 1977, 101) and dates back to the 2nd half of the 
5th century (stage D3). This type of fibula is very sim-
ilar to the Elbe fibulas (“Elbefibeln”), i.e., Almgren’s 
types no. 174–177, or especially Almgren type no. 177. 
Group 177 according to M. Schulze (Almgren 1923, 
86; Schulze 1977, 101–102; Voß, Hammer, Lutz 1998, 
147–149, Abb. 10; 46; Voß 2018, 82, Abb. 8) belongs 
to the Earlier Roman Period. 

The production of these Elbe fibulas (“Elbefibeln”) 
was found in the Alaman fortified settlement Runder 
Berg bei Bad Urach (Quast 2008, 293, Abb. 22: 2; 
24: 1). From the same site comes the finished product 
of this fibula (Quast 2008, Abb. 22: 2), which shows 
signs indicative of the Slížany type, including a rect-
angular catcher. If it were him, then the links between 
Chotěšov - Kircheim and Ries – Runder Berg - Bro-
chen create a certain line between Central and West-
ern Europe. Otherwise, fibulas of the Slížany type are 
irregularly widespread.

Skeletal grave from Knínice

Only three objects were preserved from the skele
tal grave at the Knínice V site. The most prominent 
is the fibula fragment (fig. 16: 2) of the Gursuf type 
(Ivanišević, Kazanski, Mastykova 2006, 16) var. Sokol-
nice-Szekszárd (Tejral 2015, 323), which, according to 
the decoration of its foot, is very close to grave no. 217 
from Sokolnice (Tejral 1976, Taf. I: 5; 1982, 94–96, 
Figs. 30: 2; Kiss 1996, Abb. 11: 9), dated to stage D3. 
These three-button fibulas have spiral motifs on the

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head plate and foot and are considered by J. Tejral 
(1982, 95) to be the oldest in the Middle Danube. Other 
Knínice finds - silver earrings with a polyhedric skele
ton (fig. 16: 1; Tejral 1982, 132–133; 2015, 321–323) 
and amber pearl (fig. 16: 3; Tejral 1982, 138–139) - are 
typical 5th century women’s burial inventory.

Buckles

So far, four oval buckles reinforced with frames 
(cast from copper alloy) have been found in Malá 
Haná, which can be dated to the 5th century (fig. 17). 
The buckle from Knínice, published as a find from 
the Migration Period (Jílek, Vích 2015, 105, tab. IV: 
3; V: 5), is medieval (e.g., Hrubý et al. 2006, fig. 35: 
5; Theune et al. 2012, Abb. 10: 1). No fastening con-
necting plate was found in any of the buckles. In addi-
tion to the buckle from Jevíčko, which probably comes 
from the settlement (although it was found on a remote 
edge of it), the other buckles are rare finds without any 
relationship to the settlement area.

For the massive buckle without a spine from Je-
víčko IV (fig. 17: 1), analogies can be found in the 
Chernyakhov culture (e.g., Tejral 1986, Abb. 4: 6; 
1988, Abb. 5: 1; Petrauskas, Shishkin 2013) and on 
our territory we can probably date the Jevíčko buckle 
to grade D1, or rather to the early 5th century.

A buckle from Vanovice II (fig. 17: 2) with a small 
decorated label on a crossed line spine has a frame 
identical to type M-L H 46 (Madyda-Legutko 1986, 70, 
72, Taf. 21: 46) or it is similar to other published finds 
(e.g., Trencov 2017, 293, Table 97: 106). Also, the motif 
of crossed lines appears on various types of buckles in 
the 5th century (e.g. Ivanišević, Kazanski, Mastykova 
2006, fig. 12: 1; Tejral 2011, Abb. 3: 9; 30: 4).

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The less common type is represented by a tiny 
buckle and a significantly reinforced frame with 
a spine discovered in Vážany IV (fig. 17: 4). A buckle 
at the Nouvion-en-Ponthie site in grave 140 dated to 
grade D3 (Kazanski 1997, 292, fig. 15: 14), where it 
clasped the belt of a female garment, has the same 
box.

The buckle from Sudice II (fig. 17: 3) is decorat-
ed on the inside of the frame with a series of short, 
punctuated short points that appear on oval types 
during the Migration Period (e.g. 99: 1118), some-
times even in the later period (Menghin ed. 2007, 
418, VI.3.12.3).

4. Lombard finds from the 6th century 
(stage E)

The Lombard settlement of Malá Haná cannot be 
considered for now because the relevant sources are 
still missing for this statement. Rare finds can only 
draw attention to the fact that in the Late Migration 
Period this area was known to the Germans and proba-
bly could have served as a communication corridor es-
pecially for the Lombards on their way from Bohemia 
to South Moravia and further to the Middle Danube.

Two artefacts discovered in the Jevíčko area can 
be assigned to the Lombard material culture. The first

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of them is a gold-plated silver Lombard belt fitting, 
decorated with chip-carved plait, from the site of Je-
víčko II, the second one is the spine of a buckle from 
the site Jevíčko XIV (fig. 20: 2). The silver spine of 
the buckle has a label (“Schilddornschnalle”) that 
is characteristic of Lombard buckles (Werner 1962, 
85–86; Čižmář 1992, 304–305, Fig. 5). In Moravia, 
the closest parallels are buckles from graves no. 55, 
94, 116 and 119 at the cemetery in Lužice (Klanica, 
Klanicová 2011, Taf. 54: 13; 72: 20–23; 82: 9–10; 85: 
17–18). While the finds from Lužice are smaller in 
size, in the burials there are two of them, along with 
the rivets in the lower parts of the skeletons, therefore 
probably belonging to the shoe, the spine of the buckle 
from Jevíčko is greater in size and it was probably 
a belt buckle.

A luxurious silver gilded finish from Jevíčko 
(fig.  20: 1) is decorated with a multi-levelled girdle 
made in chip-carving. This decorative ornament is rep-
resented in Central Europe on some Lombard artefacts. 
An example is the horse harness in Veszkény (Werner 
1962, 152, Taf. 40: 1,3,5) or the S-shaped buckle from 
Krainburg (Werner 1962, Taf. 42: 6). A simple plait in 
the chip-carving technique is used as a decoration for 
some Lombard S-shaped fibulas found in Bohemia and 
Moravia (Droberjar 2013b, Fig. 1: 5–7).

5. Swords from the Migration Period

Short sax from Křenov (fig. 18: 1)

In the immediate vicinity of Malá Haná, about 
10 km NW of Jevíčko, a short one-sided sword (sax) 
was discovered in the Křenov land register. Its dimen-
sions (l. 35 cm) belong to the category of so-called 
“Schmalsax”, for which the length is about 30–35 cm 
and which occur mainly in the 4th and 1st half of the 
5th  century (Wernard 1998, 772–774, Abb. 3; Kiss 
2014, 115–116). These militaria appear in nomadic, es-
pecially in Hun skeletal graves, e.g., in Kyzyl Kainar 
Tobe/Kazakhstan (fig. 18: 2; Kazanski 1995, fig. 10: 8; 
Tejral 2010, 89, Abb. 5:15), and Aktobe II/Kazakh-
stan (fig. 18: 3; Kazanski 1995, fig. 10: 8; Tejral 2010, 
89, Abb. 4: 15; Kiss 2014, 115, fig. 1). Tejral (2003, 
503–506) dealt with the occurrence of narrow saxes 
(“Schmalsax”) in the Middle Danube region. He is of 
the opinion that there are 30x60 cm saxes in the Hun 
graves, while the shortest saxes (l. 30 cm) can be con-
sidered the oldest in the North-Central Danube, since 
they are known mainly from the graves of the 1st half 
of the 5th century, e.g., Šaratice, gr. 10 (l. 30 cm); Vela-
tice, gr. 9/37 (fig. 18: 5; l. 30.5 cm); Wien-Simmering, 
gr. 1930 (fig. 18: 4; l. 38 cm) and Wien-Leopoldau, gr. 
3 (l. 35.5 cm) and also from Romanian sites (Tejral 
2003, 504, Taf. 2: 11; 4: 11; Tejral 2010, 87, Abb. 2: 
19). Although a similar type of sax may occur in the 

younger (Merovingian) context, e.g., at the Lombard 
cemetery in Kranj, grave no. 352 (Martin 1993, 397, 
fig. 10: 5), the find from Křenov suggests rather an 
early hunting provenance.

The other two swords, one found directly in Malá 
Haná (Míchov II), the other coming from a place 
about 14 km south-west of Míchov, and thus already 
outside the main area of ​​Malá Haná (Bedřichov), 
probably date back to the Migration Period. A sword 
from Míchov II (fig. 19: 1) is 90 cm long and 5 cm 
wide, a sword from Bedřichov (fig. 19: 2) has a broken 
tip, so it has a preserved length of 81 cm and a width 
of 5.5 cm. Both swords have a diagonally offset blade. 
A double-sided central-shaped rib with swabs along it 
is evident on the Míchov sword. For this militaria we 
find the closest analogy in Lombard graves, e.g., Dove, 
gr. 79 and 81 (Čižmář 2011, Taf.  20: 79/1; 21: 81/2) 
and Tamási-Csikólegelö, gr. 28 (Bóna, Horváth 2009, 
Taf.  68: 28/5). Some Lombard swords have right-an-
gled blades, e.g., Kyjov, gr. 881 (Bárta, Hložek, Šmer-
da 2016, 34, fig. 10–11) or Sloveč, or alternatively 
Praha-Libeň (Droberjar 2017, fig. 4: 1–2), which are 
located in Bohemia as well as Moravia.

6. Results and conclusions

The conveniently located Malá Haná region was 
densely populated (especially in stage C3b), which is 
why Roman imports penetrate into the region, and we 
also expect contacts from the north with the Prze-
worsk culture (wheel-thrown pottery: rough storage 
vessels and fine pottery with burnished zigzag lines). 
Roman imports continue in stage D1 and contacts 
with the Chernyakhov culture (a decorated buckle 
from Cetkovice) are also documented. The character 
of the late Suebi settlements in Malá Haná is still 
little known, with the exception of the Jevíčko IV 
site, where we have been carrying out systematic re-

search since 2010 and whose detailed results will be 
reported in other places. However, the appearance of 
several above-ground structures and other recessed 
objects that probably formed a court can already be 
mentioned here. Other research in the region (Bořitov, 
Lysice and Chornice) provided only a few buildings. 
Only in Bořitov was a cottage supposed to be exam-
ined, but its ground plan has not been published yet. 
We do not know the characteristic recessed cottages 
at other sites, including Jevíčko, and they would have 
appeared on the relatively large area of ​​research in 
Jevíčko. The occurrence of above-ground structures in 
Jevíčko may be related to somewhat different condi-
tions in the region than those seen in South Moravia, 
and may indicate the presence of some foreign groups 
of inhabitants from the Przeworsk culture. Otherwise, 
the character and structure of the Suebi ceramic finds 
correspond to the composition that is characteristic of 
South Moravian settlements of the Late Roman Peri-
od. The importance of Malá Haná in the Late Roman 
Period is also emphasized by the occurrence of iron 
ore and by its processing in the metallurgical centre 
in Sudice.

After an intense settlement in stage C3 (phase C3b), 
which culminates in stage D1, there is a significant de-
population in Malá Haná. For the time being, we have 
no conclusive evidence of the existence of settlements 
from the Migration Period (except for the transitional 
stage D1); The finding of a ceramic cup from Lysice 
can be dated to D1 or up to D2 and testifies to contacts 
with Elbe-Germanic settlements in Central Bohemia, 
possibly directly with the Vinařice group. At Malá 
Haná from the Migration period, we register 12 lo-
calities and two sites (Křenov and Bedřichov) in its 
close neighbourhood (west of Malá Haná). Especially 
isolated items of clothing (fibulas and buckles), a horse 
harness fragment and three swords represent unique 
finds. Some finds may be so-called lossy (some gar-
ments or a fragment of the 5th century horse harness 
fitting and two 6th century Lombard artefacts), while 
others prove the Barbarians’ stay in Malá Haná (the 
skeletal grave from Knínice).

Especially fibulas and some other artefacts con-
tribute to the accuracy of the 5th century chronology. 
Stage D2 is characterized by a fibula of the Drös-
ing/Belgrade style from Jevíčko, a horse harness fit-
ting of the Untersiebenbrunn style from Uhřice and 
perhaps the Hun sax from Křenov. For stage D3, 
the grave in Knínice with the Gursuf buckle of the 
Sokolnice-Szekszárd type and a fibula of the Slížany 
from Světlá type are important. Among the finds of 
buckles from the 5th century, only one can be more 
precisely dated (with a significantly reinforced frame 
from Vážany) to degree D3. The above finds then show 
strong ties to South Moravia and the Middle Danube, 
or more precisely to the Danube-East Germanic cul-
tural group of the 5th century.

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Even fewer discoveries are available for the Late 
Migration period (late 5th and 6th centuries), more pre-
cisely for stage E. The silver gold-plated fitting of the 
belt is decorated with a multi-level plait in chip-carved 
technique and a fragment of the fibula with a label on 
the spine - both artefacts found in Jevíčko - are among 
the characteristic components of the Lombards’ gar-
ment. If the other two artefacts (spathae from Míchov 
and Bedřichov) can be considered as part of the Lom-
bard material culture, which we cannot say with cer-
tainty, but it is likely, then Malá Haná had to function 
as a passage for the Lombards on their way from Bo-
hemia to South Moravia and further to the Danube.

Although it is not possible to deduce more extensive 
conclusions from isolated finds, the evidence of metal 
objects from the Migration Period in Malá Haná, and 
especially their quality and informative value, suggests 
that the monitored region did not have to be entirely 
on the edge of events, especially in the 5th century. By 
intensifying our interest in this area, we can expect not 
only some of our claims to be corrected in the future, 
but also a shift in the knowledge of the tumultuous 5th 
century and perhaps the following century.

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Resumé

Výhodně umístěná oblast Malé Hané (obr. 1) v his-
torických hranicích Moravy (dnes část okresu Blansko 
v Jihomoravském kraji a část okresu Svitavy v Pardu-
bickém kraji) byla v pozdní době římské (ve stupni C3 
a zejména ve fázi C3b) výrazně osídlená (obr. 2–3). Pro-
to do tohoto regionu pronikají římské importy (obr. 9) 
a rovněž předpokládáme kontakty ze severu s  prze-
worskou kulturou (keramika na kruhu točená: drsné 
zásobnice i keramika jemná s vlešťovanými klikatka-
mi; obr. 6–8). Ve stupni D1 pokračuje dovoz římských 
importů a jsou také doloženy kontakty k čerňachovské 
kultuře (zdobená přezka z Cetkovic; obr. 10: 3). Cha-
rakter pozdně svébských sídlišť na Malé Hané je dosud 
málo poznaný s výjimkou lokality Jevíčko IV, kde od 
roku 2010 realizujeme systematický výzkum, o jehož 
podrobných výsledcích bude referováno na jiných mís-
tech. Nicméně již zde lze zmínit výskyt několika nad-
zemních staveb a dalších zahloubených objektů, které 
pravděpodobně tvořily dvorec. Ostatní výzkumy v re-
gionu (Bořitov, Lysice a Chornice) poskytly jen něko-
lik objektů. Pouze v  Bořitově měla být prozkoumána 
zahloubená chata, ale její půdorys nebyl publikován. 
Z ostatních lokalit včetně Jevíčka neznáme charakte-
ristické zahloubené chaty a na poměrně rozsáhlé ploše 
výzkumu v  Jevíčku by se již musely objevit. Výskyt 
nadzemních staveb v Jevíčku může souviset s poněkud 
jinými poměry v regionu, než jaké jsou patrné na jižní 
Moravě, a může indikovat přítomnost některých cizích 
skupin obyvatel z przeworské kultury. Jinak charakter 
a struktura svébských keramických nálezů (obr. 4–5) 
odpovídají skladbě, jaká je příznačná pro  jihomorav-
ská sídliště pozdní doby římské. Význam Malé Hané 
v pozdní době římské je rovněž zdůrazněn výskytem 
železné rudy a jejím zpracováním v hutnickém centru 
v Sudicích. 

Po intenzivním svébském osídlení ve stupni C3 
(fáze C3b), které pak vrcholí ve stupni D1, dochází na 

Malé Hané k podstatnému vylidnění. Prozatím nemá-
me žádné průkazné doklady o existenci sídlišť z doby 
stěhování národů (kromě lokalit z přechodného stupně 
D1), nicméně ojedinělé kovové nálezy, v  jednom pří-
padě i keramika (Lysice), naznačují využívání tohoto 
regionu v 5. století. Nález keramického pohárku z Ly-
sic (obr. 12: 7) lze datovat do stupně D1 nebo až do 
stupně D2 a svědčí o kontaktech s labskogermánským 
osídlením středních Čech, možná přímo s vinařickou 
skupinou. Na Malé Hané z doby stěhování národů re-
gistrujeme 12 lokalit (obr. 12: 7) a dále dvě naleziště 
(Křenov a Bedřichov) v  jejím těsném sousedství (zá-
padně od Malé Hané). Ojedinělé nálezy reprezentují 
zejména součásti oděvu (spony a přezky), fragment 
koňského postroje a tři meče. Některé nálezy mohou 
být tzv. ztrátové (některé součásti oděvu nebo frag-
ment kování koňského postroje z 5. století a dva lan-
gobardské artefakty ze 6. století), jiné prokazují pobyt 
barbarů na Malé Hané (kostrový hrob z Knínic).

Ke zpřesnění chronologie nálezů z 5. století při-
spívají hlavně spony a některé další artefakty. Stupeň 
D2 charakterizují spona typu Drösing/Belgrade z  Je-
víčka (obr. 14: 1), kování z koňského postroje ve stylu 
Untersiebenbrunn z Uhřic (obr. 13: 1) a patrně hunský 
sax z  Křenova (obr. 18: 1). Pro stupeň D3 je důleži-
tý hrob v  Knínicích se sponou typu Gursuf varianty 
Sokolnice-Szekszárd (obr. 16: 2) a spona typu Slížany 
ze Světlé (obr. 15: 7). Mezi nálezy přezek z  5.  sto-
letí (obr. 17) lze přesněji datovat snad pouze jednu 
(s výrazně zesíleným rámečkem z Vážan; obr. 17: 4), 
a to do stupně D3. Výše uvedené nálezy pak prokazují 
silné vazby k  jižní Moravě a ke střednímu Podunají, 
resp. k podunajsko-východogermánskému kulturnímu 
okruhu památek z 5. století.

Ještě méně nálezů máme k dispozici pro mladší 
dobu stěhování národů (konec 5. a 6. století), resp. pro 
stupeň E. Stříbrné zlacené nákončí opasku zdobené 
víceřadým pletencem v  technice vrubořezu (obr.  20: 
1) a fragment přezky se štítkem na trnu (obr. 20: 
2) – oba artefakty nalezené v  Jevíčku – náleží mezi 
charakteristické součásti oděvu Langobardů. Pokud 
i další dva artefakty (spathy z Míchova a Bedřichova; 
obr. 19) lze považovat za součást langobardské hmotné 
kultury, což nemůžeme s  jistotou říci, nicméně je to 
pravděpodobné, pak Malá Haná musela fungovat jako 
průchozí oblast pro Langobardy na jejich cestě z Čech 
na jižní Moravu a dále do Podunají.

Ačkoli z  ojedinělých nálezů nelze vyvozovat roz-
sáhlejší závěry, množící se doklady kovových předmě-
tů z doby stěhování národů na Malé Hané a zejména 
jejich kvalita a výpovědní hodnota napovídají tomu, 
že sledovaný region nemusel být zejména v 5.  století 
zcela na okraji dění. Díky zintenzivnění zájmu o tuto 
oblast můžeme do budoucna očekávat nejen korekce 
některých našich tvrzení, ale rovněž posun v poznání 
bouřlivého 5. století a snad i století následujícího.
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
