Véazeni pfispévatelé a Ctenafi,

leto$ni ro¢nik Pfehledu vyzkumu je v potadi Se-
desaty. Je to dobra pfileZitost k zamysleni nad his-
torif, zaméfenim a dalsi perspektivou Casopisu, nad
jeho obsahovou i formdln{ strankou. V soucasné dobé
probiha v ramci redakce Pfehledu vyzkumi a celého
brnénského Archeologického tstavu diskuse o budou-
cim sméfovani periodika. Vysledky této diskuse se
promitnou do podoby 61. ro¢niku a nasledujicich ¢&i-
sel Casopisu. Tuto proménu jiZ v pfedstihu — béhem
roku 2018 — uvodily dvé inovace: indexace casopisu
v citacni databazi SCOPUS a zprovoznéni komplet-
niho databdzového rejstiiku vSech roénikd a C&isel.
V roce 2020 bude spusténa dalsi novinka: webové
zaloZena aplikace pro odevzdavani hlaseni o vyzku-
mech. Recenzované studie a ¢lanky vychdzeji stile
Castéji cizojazyéné a jsou dostupné v elektronické
podobé na adrese http://prehled-vyzkumu.arub.avcr.
cz/prehled-cisel-a-clanku/. Postupné je dopliiovan on-
-line pfistup ke star§im ro¢nikam.

Co urdité zustane i v budoucnu zdkladnim atribu-
tem Casopisu, je Clenéni kazdého ¢isla do dvou cCds-
ti, z nichZ prvni tvofi recenzované ,Studie a kratké
¢lanky* a druhou reprezentuje kazdoroc¢ni ,,Prehled
vyzkumi na Moravé a ve Slezsku®. Obsahem prvni{
¢asti budou nadale védecké studie a ¢lanky zaméfe-
né na pravékou a historickou archeologii se vztahem
ke geografickému tzemi Moravy a ceského Slezska
a s metodickym pifesahem do piibuznych disciplin.
Druhd c¢ast pfindsi pribézné — ve vSech 60ti roc-
nicich — pfehled terénnich aktivit za dany rok na
uzemi Moravy a Slezska. To bylo také pivodnim
poslanim Pfehledu vyzkumi: informovat o novych
terénnich vyzkumech — badatelskych i zdchrannych.
V zdjmu dostupnosti téchto informaci pro zahranic¢i
byla znacna cast zprav prekladana do némciny. Ac-
koliv ,,pfehledu vyzkumi“ dnes stdle vice dopliuji
webové aplikace (napf. Archeologicka mapa CR), jeho
informacni potencidl ztstdvd zdsadni. Bez néj by fada
terénnich aktivit nebo archeologickych ndlezt ,,zmi-
zela® z povédomi odborné i laické vefejnosti.

Pfipomenime si par tdaji z historie. Pfehled vy-
zkumt vydava brnénsky Archeologicky ustav Aka-
demie véd od roku 1958; tehdy vysly dva ,,ro¢niky*®,
a to za rok 1957 a 1958, a v roce 1959 vySel zpétné

svazek za rok 1956. Poté ndsledovalo jiz vydavani
v chronologickém sledu, i kdyz fada svazki vysla
s jedno- nebo viceletym odstupem. Zpocatku Sslo
o rocenku, pocinaje rocnikem 46 jde o recenzova-
ny casopis nejdiiv s jednim ¢islem a od ro¢niku 52
se dvéma Cisly: prvni ¢islo je zaméfeno rdmcové
na pravék, druhé na stifedovék a novovék. Zejména
v 90. letech prodélal Pfehled vyzkumi obdobi hle-
dani s fadou zmén obsahovych i formdlnich. K tém
pozitivnim inovacim patfilo zajisté rozsifeni obsahu
o ,,Studie a ¢lanky* pocinaje ro¢nikem 35 za rok 1990
(do té doby tvoril obsahovou ndplii kazdého svazku
v podstaté jen ,,Pfehled vyzkumd na Moravé a ve
Slezsku®). Za méné pozitivni jev 1ze s odstupem casu
oznacdit nékolikeré zmény v titulu a formé Piehledu
vyzkum@ v pribéhu 90. let (pro piehled pfipojuje-
me na konci tohoto ¢isla pfehlednou tabulkou vsech
roénikua a &isel).

Hovofime-li o historii Pfehledu vyzkumi, nemuze-
me nezminit nékolik osobnosti s nim udzce spojenych.
Vedle zakladatele Josefa Poulika jmenujme z prvotniho
obdobi alespoii Annu Medunovou-BeneSovou jako hlav-
ni redaktorku, Rudolfa Tichého jako prekladatele cizo-
jazy¢nych pfispévkl a resumé nebo Bé€lu Ludikovskou
jako autorku kresebné dokumentace. Svij zdsadni podil
na kontinuité vydavani titulu v dobé hledani nové formy
a nakonec i v celém poslednim obdobi ma dlouholety
hlavni redaktor Petr Skrdla.

Co je dulezité, poslednich 8 ro¢nikt Piehledu vy-
zkumu se vyznacuje jednotnou podobou nejen z hle-
diska svého Cislovani, resp. ndzvu, ale i formatu,
vazby a grafického zpracovani jednotlivych svazkd.
To je jisté zavazek i pro dalsi roky. Zmény avizované
pocinaje ro¢nikem 61 se tak dotknou zejména for-
malni stranky Casopisu. Mizeme jen doufat, Ze tyto
dipravy budou ,trvalého* rdazu a pfisp&ji k renomé
a celkové stabilité periodika v dalSich letech.

Dear contributors and readers,

This year’s edition of Pfehled vyzkumd is now
the sixtieth. This is a good opportunity to ponder
the history, focus, and further prospects of this
journal, as well as its content and formal aspects.
The editors of Pfehled vyzkumd and the entire
Brno Institute of Archaeology are currently in-
volved in discussions concerning the future direc-
tion of this journal. The results of this discussion
will be reflected in the 6lst edition and subse-
quent issues of the journal. This transformation was
brought on — back in 2018 — by two innovations:
the indexing of the journal in the SCOPUS citation
database and the launch of a complete database
index of all yearly editions and issues. In 2020
another new feature will be launched: a web-based
application for submitting research reports. Re-
viewed studies and articles are increasingly being
published in foreign languages and are available in
on-line at http://prehled-vyzkumu.arub.avcr.cz/pre-
hled-cisel-a-clanku/. Online access to older yearly
volumes is gradually being added.

What will certainly remain a fundamental attri-
bute of the journal in the future is that each issue
will be divided into two parts, the first of which
comprising reviewed “Studies and Short Articles” and
the other being the annual “Overview of Research
in Moravia and Silesia”. The first part will continue
to contain Research studies and articles focused on
prehistoric archaeology, archaeology of Roman Pe-
riod, Medieval and Postmedieval archaeology, with
relationship to the Moravia and the adjacent part of
Silesia and with methodology overlapping into related
disciplines. The other part will provide a continual
— in all 60 editions — annual review of field activ-
ities for the given year carried out in Moravia and
adjacent Silesia. This was also the original aim of
Ptehled vyzkumd: report about new field excavations
— including both research oriented and salvage ones.
In order to make this information accessible abroad,
a considerable number of the articles were translated
into German. Although “Pfehled vyzkumu” is now
complement from web applications (such as the Ar-
chaeological Map of the Czech Republic), its informa-
tion potential remains of crucial importance. Without
it, many field activities or archaeological finds would
be “forgotten” by the professional community and
the lay public.

Let’s look back at a few events from the journal’s
history. Pfehled vyzkumu has been published by the
Brno Institute of Archaeology of the Academy of
Sciences since 1958; back then two “yearly volumes”

were published, for 1957 and 1958, and in 1959 a ret-
rospective volume was published for 1956. After this
the journal was published in chronological order, even
though a number of volumes came out one or more
years later. It was initially a yearbook; since volume
46 it has been a reviewed journal first with one is-
sue and, since volume 52, with two issues: the first
issue is generally focused on prehistory, the second
on Mediaeval and Modern times. During 1990s in
particular Piehled vyzkumt went through a period
of searching for a new style. One from positive in-
novation was certainly the expansion of the content
to include “Studies and Short Articles”, commencing
with volume 35 for 1990 (until the content of each
volume was essentially just “Overview of Research in
Moravia and Silesia”). In retrospect, one less positive
factor was that fact that several changes were made
to the title and form of Piehled vyzkumi during
the 1990s (as a summary we present a table of all
volumes and issues at the end of this issue).

If we are reviewing about the history of Pfehled
vyzkumi, we cannot miss several of the people
closely associated with it. In addition to the found-
er Josef Poulik, we should at least mention editors
from its early days such as Anna Medunova-BeneSova
as editor in chief, Rudolf Tichy as the translator of
foreign-language contributions and résumés, and
Béla Ludikovska as the artist behind the drawing
documentation. A fundamental role in ensuring the
continuity of the publication at a time when a new
form was being sought and eventually throughout the
whole of the recent years has been played by the
long-standing editor in chief Petr Skrdla.

What is important is that the last 8 volumes of
Pfehled vyzkumi have been consistent not only in
terms of their numbering or title, but also as regards
their format, binding and the graphic design of the
individual issues. This is definitely an expected com-
mitment for future years. The changes announced
starting with volume 61 will thus particularly affect
the formal aspects of the journal. We must hope that
these alterations will be permanent and will boost
the renown and overall stability of the periodical in
the years to come.

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LATE MIGRATION PERIOD SQUARE-HEADED BOW BROOCHES DECORATED WITH
KNOBS IN THE CONTEXT OF THE RECENT FIND IN MUéOV, MoRravia

Abstract

The brooch dated to the Late Migration Period found in the cadastre of the flooded Musov village, at
the “Na piskdch” site, is a square-headed bow brooch with knob decoration, a type that is rather unique in
Moravia and Austria north of the Danube. Its shape and decoration resembles the Herbrechtingen type, which
is found mainly in Schwarzwald in south Germany. On the territory of the Czech Republic, its occurrence is
mostly linked with the presence of the Lombard tribes and dated to the second third of the 6™ century.

Introduction

Among the finds linked with the Lombard migra-
tion across Europe are square-headed bow brooches
with knob decoration. There are many different types
and their variants, mainly in what is now Germany
and France (Kiihn 1940; Koch 1977, 52-53; Koch
1998; Bemmann 2008; Theune-Vogt, Cordes 20009;
Schnitzer et al. 2009, 143-144, Fig. 127: 2, 152-153,
Fig. 134: 3, 181, Fig. 155). Many of them were found
in the Central Danube Region and Pannonia, with the
latest finds discovered in Italy (Béna 1956, 208-209;
Fuchs, Werner 1950; Werner 1962, 65—-66; Tejral 2011,
50-54, Abb. 19-21).

Recently, metal detectorists discovered a frag-
ment of a brooch of this type in the cadastre of the
flooded Musov village, “to the west from the Roman
camp, facing the water”. Unfortunately, a more pre-
cise location or coordinates are unknown. The first
Lombard find from this site was a bronze model of
S-shaped brooch of the Schwechat/Pallersdorf type
(Tejral 2002, 344-345, Abb. 20: 5, 21), which indicat-
ed settlement and production activities; a disruption of
graves cannot be excluded either. One kilometre away
there is the vast MuSov burial site “Roviny” (Fig. 1),
part of which is grave 3 where the S-shaped brooch of
the Schwechat/Pallersdorf type was discovered. It is
similar but not entirely identical to the model from the

neighbouring site mentioned earlier (Loskotova 2013,
326-328, Fig. 9). Another nearby necropolis, which
has been documented only by probes, is “Hektary”
in Nova Ves. Near the Nové mlyny water reservoir,
there is also the already excavated Sakvice burial site
(Novotny 1975). This settlement region, now divided
by the Czech/Austrian border, used to include sites
situated on the Austrian territory north of the Danube
(Fig. 2), such as Poysdorf (Friesinger, Adler 1979) and
Neuruppersdorf (Werner 1962, 148).

Find preservation state and
description

The find includes a larger half of the head with
three knobs and a fragment of the fourth on the hori-
zontal side and two knobs on the vertical side (Fig. 3
and 4). Unfortunately, the bow is not present; however,
even such a fragmentary state allows a rather success-
ful typological and chronological classification. The
width of the head, including the knobs, was 35 mm,
while the width of the rectangular headplate, was
25 mm. Considering the absence of the bow and the
dimensions of analogical brooches, the pin length is
assumed to have been 75 mm (Fig. 5). The rectangular
head is decorated with niello around the perimeter —
the horizontal side with two lines of triangles while
the vertical one has a single line. The central part
contains chip-carved decoration with the preserved
letter S in the inner rectangle. The knobs are deco-
rated with fine grooves around the edges of the plate
and punched decoration in the form of two circles on
each knob.

Considering the fragmentarity, subtlety and

uniqueness of the artefact, non-destructive surface
pXRF (Portable x-ray Fluorescence) analysis was se-
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lected. This method provides basic information about
the elementary composition of the surface layers of
the artefact, which can vary from its core in units of
percents as a result of post-deposition processes. The
analysis was carried out by Bc. Matéj Kmosek, DiS.,
of the Institute of Archaeology of the Academy of Sci-
ences in Brno by means of the XL.3t GOLDD+ mea-
suring instrument in the mode General Metals — Small
Spot with the average measuring time of 30 s. Zero
value next to an element or its absence means a repre-
sentation that is smaller than the detection sensitivity
of the measuring instrument. The analysis proved that
the fibula head was made of a low-quality silver alloy
with an admixture of copper and smaller proportions
of tin, lead and zinc (Tab. 1). Absolute values of the
proportion of the metals in the alloy could not be ex-
actly ascertained due to the combination of surface
measurement and the method used. The front part
of the head was gilded in the centre and around the
edges. The elevated rectangle decorated with a double
and a single line of minute triangles filled with dark
grey matter was not gilded. The available instruments
do not have sufficient focus on the ascertaining of
a more precise composition of the material; how-
ever, considering the chronological and typological
categorisation, it was probably encrusted with niello.

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The original iron spring is attested to on the bottom
side of the head by iron corrosion products. The re-
sults of the analysis can be summed up as follows:
The brooch was made of low-quality silver while its
surface was gilded — with the exception of the rect-
angle decoration of the right-angled plate, which was
probably niellated. The spring was probably made
from iron.

Typology of bow brooches with
a rectangular plate and knobs

Numerous brooches with a rectangular headplate
and knobs were found in Rheinland where many dif-
ferent types and variants were described by H. Kiihn
(1940). Considering the artefact found in MuSov, the
following types are relevant: Rommersheim (Kiithn
1940, 240-246, Karte 28), Worms (Kithn 1940,
256-63, Karte 30) and Modssingen (Kithn 1940,
278-283, Karte 33). Later, the author also published
bow brooches of the Late Migration Period in the area
of southern Germany (Kiihn 1974). A more recent ty-
pology of bow brooches was presented by A. Koch
(1998), whose work is dedicated to the western part
of the Frankish Empire. It also reflects finds from
the area connected with the migration of the Lom-
bard tribes. A substantial role in the categorisation of
square-headed bow brooches is played by the knobs,
which can be either connected or separate. Among
the former are the types Worms, Nordendorf/Maas-
tricht, Herbrechtingen, Schwarzheindorf, Peigen/
Kdpolndasnyék and the Rosdorf/Trossingen/Munnin-
gen/Torgny series brooches. The latter (with separat-
ed knobs) includes the groups Anquilcourt-le-Sart/
Monceaux, the type Achenheim/Sauville, the group
Rhenen/Lavoye, the types Andernach/Kent, Montale/
Weimar and the brooches with so-called loop orna-
ment (Fig. 6 and 7 acc. to: Koch 1998, 275-315). Of
interest are the brooches of the type Worms, which
are characteristic with five knobs and whose plate is
decorated with an ornament in the shape of the letter
B. They have been known to be in the Rheinland and
Elbe Region in Central Bohemia from the first half
of the 6™ century, such as in Walternienburg in Sax-
ony-Anhalt (Schunke, Stammler 2004), from where
they spread to the area of central Rheinland quite fast
— such as to Ringelsdorf in Lower Austria (Bemmann
2008, 192, Abb. 47).

In the central Danube Region and Pannonia,
square-headed brooches with knobs are represented
by the Poysdorf type (Werner 1962, 65, Taf. 25: 1,
7; Tejral 2011, 50-54, Abb. 19). H. Kiihn encapsulat-
ed them under the term Goethes Fibeln (Kithn 1940,
283-293, Karte 34). They are characteristic with
a headplate with seven interconnected knobs and chip-
carved zigzag decoration. It used to be deemed that
they were typical Lombard artefacts that originated
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in the central Danube Region (Werner 1962, 65; Koch
1977, 51). According to M. Martin (1976, 150) and
M. Knaut (1993, 50), they occurred in the area settled
by the Lombard tribes as a result of the movement of
peoples from Thuringia and Rheinland/Hesse where
the largest concentration of the brooches was exca-
vated (Fig. 8 acc. to: Tejral 2011, Abb. 20). It cannot
be excluded that this type of brooch was a general-
ly popular shape in the Merovingian cultural circuit
(Tejral 2011, 50). They are dated between the first
half and second third of the 6™ century (Koch 1998,
289), i.e. phases 3 and 4 according to Ch. M. Hansen
(2004, 35). In the eponymous site of Poysdorf, about
20 kilometres from MusSov, a grave of a goldsmith was
discovered. It contained — among other grave goods
connected with the processing of gold — models of
a bronze S-shaped brooch and a square-shaped brooch
with knob decoration (Friesinger, Adler 1979, 44-45,
Abb. 10: v).

Among the later derivatives of the brooch type
described earlier are the artefacts denoted as the Rd-
calmds — Kesthely — Cividale type (Werner 1962, 66,
168, Taf. 29: 1, 2, 62: 2). Compared to the Poysdorf
type, their plate is fitted with eight connected knobs.
The foot, finished with a small animal head, and the
chip-carving remained unchanged. Lately, their col-
lection has been enriched with a find from grave 842
in the burial ground in Kyjov, Moravia (Smerda 2013,
2717, Fig. 22). They are often found in Pannonia, such
as in grave 2 in the eponymous site of Racalmas (Wer-
ner 1962, Taf. 29: 1-2) and grave B in Kesthely, (Béna
1956, 195, 209, Taf. LV: 4). A later dating of these
finds is based on the grave goods from grave 33 at the
Szentendre-Pannoniatilep, which included a brooch of
the type Rdcalmds — Kesthely — Cividale, a Gepid-
ic brooch with a semi-circular headplate and several
S-shaped brooches of the Schwechat/Pallersdorf type
(Bona, Horvéth 2009, 108-110, Abb. 75, Taf. 42: 33).
The finds made in Pannonia are analogical to the pair
of brooches discovered in grave 12 at the Italian buri-
al site of Cividale — San Giovanni (Fuchs, Werner
1950, 14, Taf. 2: A. 9, 10; Werner 1962, 66, Taf. 29:
3, 4). Most of the brooches of the type Rdcalmds —
Kesthely — Cividale are made from bronze or gilded
bronze. Among the gilded silver brooches — such as
the one from MuSov — is the one found in grave 31 in
Schretzheim (Koch 1977, 17, Taf. 12: 1, 2; 190: 5, 6)
and the brooch from grave 33 in Szentendre-Pannoni-
atilep that has been mentioned earlier (Béna, Horvath
2009, 108-110, Abb. 75, Taf. 42: 33).

Another specific type is the Peigen/Kdpolndsnyék
(Koch 1998, 286, Taf. 41, 6, Fundliste 20 F, Karte 20).
All known artefacts seem to have been manufactured
in a single workshop, and they were concentrated in
the area of eastern Bavaria, Lower Austria and Hun-
gary. An exception, found in the area of what is today
France, is the pair found in the Pontoise site (Dép.

Val-d“Oise; Koch 1998, 286, 469, Taf. 41, 6). A rep-
resentative pair of these brooches was found in grave
73 in Maria Ponsee in Lower Austria (Fig. 9 podle:
Stadler 2008, 281, Kat. 76/1; Friesinger, Adler 1979,
54, Abb. 17: a, b) and grave 2 in Kédpolndsnyék near
Budapest (Béna, Horvath 2009, 82, Abb. 54, Taf. 31:
9, 10). A. Koch dated this type into the decades pre-
ceding the middle of the 6™ century (probably the 530s
and 540s), which corresponds to the later Pannonian
settlement phase (Koch 1998, 287).

Among more developed types of square-headed
bow brooches with knobs is the Montale — Weimar
type (Werner 1962, 69, 169, Taf. 28: 6), which typi-
cally features eight completely separated knobs and
the so-called zoomorphic style I according to B. Salin
(1904). In Pannonia, such brooches have been found
in the necropolises of Albertfalva (Fig. 10: 1, 2 acc.
to: Werner 1962, Taf. 30: 1, 2) and Cserkut (Fig. 10:
3, 4 acc. to: Werner 1962, Taf. 32: 1, 2). Analogies
have also been found in Italy, such as the pair of

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brooches from grave 32 at the Cividale San Giovanni
burial site (Fig. 10: 5, 6 acc. to: Fuchs, Werner 1950,
17, Taf. 8: A 45/46; Werner 1962, Taf. 30: 6) grave
17 in Nocera Umbra (Fuchs, Werner 1950, 17, Taf. 8:
A 47/48; Werner 1962, Taf. 30: 4). The original dating
to mid-6" century (Werner 1962) was shifted to the
years 550-575 CE (Koch 1998), which corresponds
to the “Mitteldeutschland 4” Phase, according to
Ch.M. Hansen (2004, 37-38).

The fact that not all brooches can be clearly cat-
egorised into the given types and variants is illus-
trated by the absolutely unique pair of bow brooches
from grave 21 at the Szo6lad burial site (von Freed-
en, Vida 2007, 373-375, Abb. 8; von Freeden 2008,
322, Kat. 125/3). Its rectangular headplate features
five separated knobs shaped similarly as in the Mon-
tale — Weimar type; absolutely unusual is the narrow
ribbed foot finished with an inlaid animal head. This
closed grave context also unearthed a pair of S-shaped
brooches of the Vidrpalota type, which, unlike the bow
brooches mentioned above, bore no signs of wear and
tear (von Freeden, Vida 2007, 374, 375, Abb. 8: 3;
von Freeden 2008, 322, Kat. 125/2).

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Certain forms of square-headed brooches with
knobs might have survived to the beginning of the
7™ century (see Bierbrauer 2008, Abb. 2: Zeitstufe 2,
590-610). This is very well demonstrated by the finds
from the Soest burial site where a Miihlhofen-type
brooch was discovered in grave 1 and a pair of
brooches of the eponymous Soest-type in grave 106
(Melzer 1999a, 224; 1999b, 265-266; Peters 2011, 38,
Abb. 14-21). It is deemed that the end of the 6™ cen-
tury probably saw a change of clothing style — typical-
ly, the fasteners became more prolonged (usually over
9 cm) and each grave unearthed a single piece of bow
brooch that fastened the cloak at a single spot on the
upper part of the body (Claus 1989, 515-516, 537-538).

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The brooch from “Na piskach”,
Musov, in the context of analogical
artefacts

Of the many types and variants of square-headed
bow brooches mentioned above, the brooch discovered
at “Na piskdach”, MuSov, is most similar to the Her-
brechtingen type (Koch 1977, 52; Koch 1998, 281-284;
Losert, Pleterski 2003, 109) — even though most of the
brooches of this type are decorated with seven — not
eight — knobs. Similar brooches were found in Rhein-
land — and published as the Worms type by H. Kiihn
(1940) — and in southern Germany, where the same
author denoted them as the Modssingen type (Kithn
1974, 1016—-1020, Karte 56). Later, U. Koch studied
these brooches (1977, 52), and she further divided the
Herbrechtingen type into two variants. The first has
a classic foot finished with a small animal head and
the second type, much rarer, is finished with a circular
shape — such as the well-known Altenerding brooch-
es from grave 853 (Losert, Pleterski 2003, 109). The
Musov fragment ranks among the smaller and more
subtle but very precise examples. The closest analo-
gies are the pairs of brooches discovered in the Ala-
man burial site in Schretzheim in graves 146 and 487
(Fig. 11: 3-6 acc. to: Koch 1977, Taf. 190: 1, 2, 7,
8). Interestingly, H. Kiithn (1974, 1021) categorised the
pair from grave 487 as the Rommersheim type, based
on the central line that divided the whole body and
foot into two parts. However, the heads of the two pairs
are identical. In German territory, similar artefacts
were found for instance at the burial site in StofPen
(in what is today Saxony-Anhalt). An identical “geo-
metric” motif and a rectangle decorated with niello
were also featured on a brooch from grave 59 (Fig. 11:
2 acc. to: Schmidt 1961, 127, Taf. 35: n; Schmidt 1970,
Taf. 23: 3a). A similar, although not entirely identical
geometric design, is featured on another brooch from
StéPen, grave 84, without the decoration in the form
of a rectangle with triangles. However, there are clear
divisions between the interconnected knobs (Schmidt
1970, Taf. 31: 2a). Other similar brooches come
from grave 6 in Ammern, “Miillerische Sandgrube”,
Thuringia (Schmidt 1961, 127, Taf. 35: g, h).

In the Danube Region, Pannonia and Italy, a certain
group of bow brooches with a rectangular headplate
decorated with knobs and a certain type of geometric
ornament was identified. Among them are the brooch-
es from Albertfalva south of Budapest (Werner 1962,
71, Taf. 30: 1, 2), Cserkidt (Werner 1962, Taf. 32: 1, 2)
and the subtle artefact from grave 1 on the Schwechat
site (Werner 1962, Taf. 35: 3). The decorative motif
on the rectangular headplate on the MuSov brooch is
not very different from the atypical find from Szolad,
mentioned earlier: it also features a silver rectangle
frame and opposing niello triangles, an inside trian-
gle and a central geometric ornament (von Freeden,
Vida 2007, 373-375, Abb. 8; von Freeden 2008, 322,
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Kat. 125/3). The brooches found on the sites Wien
VI (Werner 1962, Taf. 35: 7, 8) and Modling (Stadler
1979, 38, Abb. 5: 212, 213) are probably more ad-
vanced among others because of completely separated
knobs, and they belong to the Montale—Weimar type
(Werner 1962, 69, 169, Taf. 28: 6). It seems that the
common denominators of this group of bow brooches
are a headplate with knobs, an oval foot and decora-
tive style that combines geometrical motifs typical for
Lombard artefact of the Pannonian settlement phase
with Anglo-Saxon and Nordic motifs (zoomorphic
style). H. Losert and A. Pleterski (2003, 109) gener-
ally mention Lombard brooches, among which they
rank those with semi-circular headplate and knobs,

e.g. from the Belfort site (Werner 1962, Taf. 31: 1)
and grave 87 on the Italian burial site Nocera Umbra
(Fuchs, Werner 1950, Taf. 3: A16-17); they suggest
that the ornamentation has a generally European con-
tent that goes beyond ethnic borders.

Dating and conclusion

The shape and the S-shaped chip-carved decora-
tive motif combined with the framing with the lines of
minute niello triangles, the MuSov brooch is the clos-
est to the Herbrechtingen type (Koch 1998, 281, 282).
It has been found across the territory that includes
Belgium, the Niederheim region, south Germany and
Bavaria, with the greatest concentration between
Schwarzwald and the Nordlinger Ries (Koch 1998,
Karte 20). It is thus evident that it corresponds with
the “southwestern type” of square-headed brooches
with knobs, but it is contemporary with the eastern
Peigen/Kdpolndsynék type (in the central Danube re-
gion represented by the pair from grave 73 in Maria
Ponsee, Lower Austria) (Friesinger, Adler 1979, 54,
Abb. 17: a, b; Stadler 2008, 281, Kat. 76/1).

It is generally assumed that it falls into the second
third of the 6™ century (Koch 1998, 282; Hansen 2004,
37). This is supported by the fact that it was accompa-
nied by an S-shaped brooch of the Schwechat/Pallers-
dorf type in the eponymous site (Ziirn 1957, Taf. 25:
6, 7), which is typical for the Pannonian phase of the
Lombard settlement. U. Koch (1977, 53) dated grave
146 in Schretzheim that contained a pair analogical
to the one from MuSov to the mid-6" century. These
closed grave finds also contained a disc brooch with
almandine and garnet inlays, which — as is the case of
grave 668 in Weingarten (Theune-Vogt, Cordes 2009,
Abb. 50) suggest a somewhat later dating. It can be
concluded that the dating into the second third of the
6" century is accepted along with the fact that some
of the brooches were sporadically used till until end
of the 6™ century (Koch 1998, 282).

Chronologically, the part of Moravia and the adja-
cent part of Austria dealt with in this paper fall into the
so-called Late North-Danube or Mid-Danube Phase 5
(540-560), later in the Pannonian-Italian or more pre-
cisely Danube Phase 6 (555-600), according to J. Tej-
ral (2005, 146-147). It seems that the MuSov brooch
might have corresponded with the closed grave finds 27
in LuZice, famous for its find of unique bow brooches
decorated with loop ornament and a pair of left-ori-
ented S-shaped brooches (Klanica, Klanicova 2011,
240-241, Abb. 12, Taf. 41: 27). Similar dating applies
to the Moravian closed grave finds of the Mid-Dan-
ube phase 5 and 6, such as Luzice, grave 55 (Klanica,
Klanicova 2012, 259-260 (Taf. 55); Holubice, grave 30
(Cizmai 2012, 172—173, Taf. 12: 30) and Velké Pavlov-
ice, grave 12 (Tejral 2005, 147, Abb. 13: B, 7-9).
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Based on the findings made so far, it can be as-
sumed that the MusSov brooch is one of the many de-
rivatives of square-headed bow brooches decorated
with knobs that are rather unique in the Moravian
environment and connected mainly with the presence
of the Lombard tribes after the middle and during
the second third of the 6™ century. It completes the
spectrum of Lombard brooches found in Moravia with
a so-far unknown type whose maximum concentration
is typical for the south Germany.

Resumé

K novym ndlezim ucinénym pomoci detektoru
kovd patii lué¢ikovitd spona s pravothlou destickou
opatfenou knofliky z katastru byvalé obce MusSov
v poloze ,,Na piskdch®, znamé jiZ v minulosti objevem
bronzového modelu esovité spony typu Schwechat/
Pallersdorf, reprezentujici obdobi langobardského za-
sahu na Moravé. Lokalita se nachdzi v blizkosti roz-
sahlého pohfebisté Musov ,,Roviny“, dalsi nedalekou,
nicméné zatim jen sonddzné ovéfenou, nekropoli je
poloha Nova Ves ,Hektary*“ a jiz dfive prozkouma-
né pohtebisté Sakvice. Sidelni region, v dneini dobé
rozdéleny statni hranici, v§ak zahrnoval také lokality
lezici na rakouském tzemi severné od toku Dunaje —
napf. Poysdorf nebo Neuruppersdorf.

Pokud jde o stav dochovani nové objevené spony,
je k dispozici vétsi polovina desti¢ky se tfemi a kous-
kem ctvrtého knofliku na horizontdlni strané a dvé-
ma knofliky na vertikdlni strané, luc¢ik bohuzel zcela
chybi. Nedestruktivni analyzou metodou pXRF (Por-
table X-ray Fluorescence) bylo zji§téno jeji zhotoveni
z nepiili§ kvalitniho stfibra s pozlacenym povrchem,
s vyjimkou obdélniku lemujiciho pravothlou destic-
ku; ten byl dekorovdan s nejvétsi pravdépodobnosti
niellem. Vinuti bylo ze Zeleza.

Z mnoha typt a variant té€chto spon odpovida arte-
fakt nalezeny v Musové ,,Na piskach™ zfejmé nejvice
typu Herbrechtingen, ackoliv vétSina spon sledované-
ho typu byla opatfena spiSe sedmi nez osmi knofliky.
Podobné exemplafe jsou Cetné zastoupeny v Poryni
a zejména v jiznim Némecku (Schwarzwald). Zda se,
Ze se jednd o ,,jihozdpadni typ* spon s pravothlou des-
tickou a knofliky, soucasny se spise vychodnim typem
Peigen/Kdpolndsynék, jez v oblasti sttedniho Podunaji
reprezentuje par z hrobu 73 z Maria Ponsee v Dolnim
Rakousku. Fragment z MuSova pati{ k menSim a sub-
tilnéj§im, ale velmi precizné€ vyhotovenym kustim.
Nejblizsi analogie 1ze spatfovat v paru spon z alaman-
ského pohtebisté Schretzheim, hroblG 146 a 487. Na
uzemi Saska-Anhaltska miizeme podobné exempléfe
zaznamenat napf. na pohfebisti Stofen; tam byla stej-
nym ,,geometrickym™ motivem a obdélnikem s niel-
lem opatfena spona pochdzejici z hrobu 59. Podobny,
ale ne zcela totozny geometricky vzor se objevil i na
dalsi sponé ze StéPen, z hrobu 84. Jisté afinity vy-
kazuji také spony z hrobu 6 z Ammern v Durynsku.

V oblasti stfedniho Podunaji, Pannonii a konecné
i v Italii 1ze konstatovat skupinu lu¢ikovitych spon s pra-
vothlou destickou a knofliky, jez byvaji rovnéz zdobe-
ny geometrickym ornamentem. Radime k nim par spon
z madarskych lokalit Albertfalvy a Cserkitu ¢i subtiln{
exempldf z dolnorakouského Schwechatu, z hrobu 1.

Na zdkladé dosavadnich zjisténi 1ze pfedpokladat,
Ze spona nalezi k jednomu z mnoha derivatu lué¢ikovi-
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tych spon s pravoihlou destickou opatienou knofliky,
v nami sledovaném prostfedi spojovanych s pfitom-
nosti langobardskych kmend kolem poloviny a béhem
druhé tfetiny 6. stoleti. Dopliiuje tak spektrum spon
nalezenych na Moravé o doposud nezndmy typ, jehoZ
maximdlni koncentraci mizeme sledovat v jihoné-
meckém prostoru.
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
