Véazené ¢tenarky a vazeni Ctendri,

s velkym potéSenim vam predstavujeme nové ¢islo naseho
Casopisu Prehled vyzkumii, které je svym obsahem opét spe-
cialni diky tematicky zamérenym studiim dedikovanym
prof. PhDr. Stanislavu Stuchlikovi, CSc., k jeho vyznamnému
zivotnimu jubileu - oslavé 80. narozenin. Jsme pocténi, Ze mii-
zeme timto zpisobem pripomenout jeho celozivotni prinos
evropské archeologii, zejména v oblasti doby bronzové. Dou-
fame, ze vds pfipravené ¢lanky nejen obohati o nové infor-
mace, ale také inspiruji k dal$im Gvahdm a diskusim.

Toto ¢islo otevirame studii Davida Honse ,,Dynamika osid-
leni ve starsi dobé bronzové na jizni a jihozapadni Moraveé
detailné analyzuje sidelni strategie a jejich regiondlni promény.
Jeho prdce nabizi cenné vhledy do adaptace pravékych komunit
na piirodni prostiedi a socioekonomickych faktort ovliviiujicich
jejich rozmisténi a vyvoj. Od dynamiky vyvoje osidleni se po-
sléze presouvdme k nemén¢ zajimavému nélezu chlebového idolu
datovaného na samotny zavér star$i doby bronzové. Gerhard
Trnka v ¢lanku ,,Dalsi ndlez chlebového idolu ze severni ¢asti
Dolniho Rakouska“ predstavuje vyznamny artefakt, ktery rozsi-
fuje nase znalosti o symbolickych projevech a kultovnich prak-
tikdch v pravéku a o technologii vyroby téchto predméti.

Cislo dale pokraduje problematikou st¥edni doby bronzové,
konkrétneé obdobim mohylové kultury, které jsou vénovany hned
dva prispévky. Pavol Bobek a Kristian Elschek nds ve svém
¢lanku ,,SidliSté a pohrebisté mohylové kultury v Zohoru sezna-
muji s komplexnimi vysledky vyzkumu lokality, kterd poskytla
jak doklady o kazdodennim zivoté a organizaci sidel, tak o po-
hiebnich ritudlech tehdejsich obyvatel. Komplementdrni{ pohled
na pohrebni praktiky pak nabizi Jakub Godis ve studii ,,Kruhové
pohiebni objekty mohylové kultury v severni ¢dsti Karpatské
kotliny“. Autor se zamétuje na specificky typ funerdlnich monu-
mentd, jejich konstrukei, symboliku a $irsi kulturni kontext
vramci rozsdhlého geografického prostoru. Piispévky zamérené
na vyzkum doby bronzové obohacuje dtlezitd syntetickd prace
Carola Kacso6 s nazvem ,,Objasnéni minulosti: syntéza historie
vyzkumu kultury Suciu de Sus na zdkladé¢ lokalit a nlezt z epo-
nymni obce“. Tento ptispévek kriticky hodnotif dosavadni bad4ni
o kultufe Suciu de Sus, shrnuje kli¢ové ndlezy a lokality a iden-
tifikuje perspektivni sméry pro budouci vyzkum.

Nové poznatky o lidskych aktivitdch z doby bronzové na vy-
znamném eneolitickém hradi$ti p¥inasi studie Filipa Sevéika
a Matéje Kmoska ,,Dlikaz post-eneolitickych lidskych aktivit na
lokalité Hlinsko — Nad Zbruzovym“. Autoti provedli revizni ana-
Iyzu nekterych kovovych artefaktd diive spojovanych s eneoli-
tickym osidlenim a v jednom ptipadé¢ prokazali, Ze materidlem je
bronz, coz zménilo dosavadni pohled na intepretaci jedné z di-
lezitych nalezovych situaci.

Vyznamnou roli v sou¢asné archeologii hraji nedestruktivni
metody a ddlkovy prizkum. Jaromir Kovarnik senior a Jaromir
Kovarnik junior ve svém prispévku ,Dalsi ohrazené lokality
zjizni a stfedni Moravy objevené s vyuzitim letecké archeologie“
demonstruji potencial leteckého snimkovani pii identifikaci do-
sud nezndmych ohrazenych aredld. Jejich prace nejen rozsifuje
mapu pravekych ohrazenych ¢i opevnénych lokalit, ale také zdd-
raziuje pfinos modernich technologii pro ochranu a pozndni
nas$eho kulturniho dédictvi.

Do doby hals$tatské nds zavadi ¢lanek kolektivu autort pod
vedenim Tomd$e Mangela: ,,Krajina bez pokladii? Vychodni Ce-

chy v dobé¢ halstatské z pohledu ukladani depotti“. Tato studie se

zamysli nad specifiky regionu vychodnich Cech ve vztahu k fe-
noménu depozice hromadnych nalezt a klade si provokativni
otazku, zda absence ¢i mensi mnozstvi depott odrdzi skute¢nou
historickou situaci, nebo je spiSe disledkem stavu baddni. Pri-
spévek tak otevira diskusi o regiondlnich rozdilech v ritudlnich
praktikdch a interpretaci archeologickych pramenti. Obdobi la-
ténské kultury je zastoupeno studif Davida Spacila ,,Chemické
slozeni moravskych laténskych nanozniku a jejich vyplni“. Autor
se prostiednictvim modernich analytickych metod zaméfuje na
materidlové aspekty typickych artefaktu keltské kultury.

Blok recenzovanych studif uzavirame pohledem do obdobi
st¢hovani ndrodd. Barbora Vymazalova ve svém c¢ldnku ,,Skle-
néné nddoby v hrobech z 5. stoleti ve stfednim Podunaji“ analy-
zuje prestizni nélezy sklenénych nddob z hrobovych kontextt.
Jeji prace osvétluje nejen pohtebni ritus elitnich vrstev spolec-
nosti, ale také doklddd dalkové obchodni styky a kulturni vlivy,
které formovaly stfedni Podunaji v této epose lidskych déjin.

Vétime, ze predlozené studie Vds zaujmou svou tematickou
rozmanitosti, metodologickou preciznosti a interpretac¢ni hloub-
kou. Kazdy z ¢lankl predstavuje vyznamny piispévek k mozaice
nasich znalosti o minulosti a zdroven pokldda nové otazky, které
budou inspirovat dalsi generace badatelt.

Nedilnou soucast Casopisu predstavuje oddil Prehled vyzkumi
na Moravé a ve Slezsku, ktery poddvd informace o nédlezech a vy-
zkumech oprdavnénych instituci i amatérskych spolupracovniki
za pfedchozi obdobi. V aktudlnim ¢isle naleznete zpravy pokry-
vajici obdobi od paleolitu po dobu stéhovani narodu.

rok 2024. Ndsledujf t¥i pfispévky vénované dllezitym konferenc-
nim uddlostem jara 2025. V bieznu tohoto roku se na ptidé brnén-
ského Archeologického tstavu AV CR konala mezinarodni konfe-
rence k 100. vyro¢i narozeni vyznamného badatele Bohuslava
Klimy, o které referuje Ondrej Hercik. Z pera Zuzany Holubové
je zpréva o dubnovém setkdni ,, Archeologické vyzkumy na Mo-
rave a ve Slezsku v roce 2024, jejiz 31. ro¢nik se uskutecnil opét
na hradé Spilberk. Martijn A. Wijnhoven informuje o 21. roéniku
prestizni konference ,,Roman Military Equipment Conference“
(ROMECQ), ktery se letos v ¢ervnu konal v Brné, z ¢4sti na ptdé
Filozofické fakulty Masarykovy univerzity, z ¢asti v Archeologic-
kém tistavu AV CR, Brno, v. v. i. Zdenka Filipové referuje o dal$im
udileni Ceny Zlaty mamut za popularizaci archeologie. Pfispévek
Stefana Leczyckeho navazuje na dedikované studie a shrnuje pri-
nos Stanislava Stuchlika a jeho Zeny Jany Stuchlikové pro vy-
zkum starsi doby bronzové v oblasti horniho toku feky Odry.

Editorial

Dear readers,

It is with great pleasure that we present to you the new issue
of our Prehled vyzkumi journal, which is once again special in
its content thanks to the thematically focused studies dedicated
to Prof. PhDr. Stanislav Stuchlik, CSc., on his significant life an-
niversary — the celebration of his 80th birthday. We are hon-
oured to be able to commemorate his lifelong contribution to
European archaeology in this way, especially in the field of the
Bronze Age. We hope that the prepared articles will not only
enrich you with new information, but also inspire further reflec-
tions and discussions.

We open this issue with David Hons’s study ‘The dynamics of
settlement in the Early Bronze Age in south and southwestern
Moravia’, in which he analyses settlement strategies and their re-
gional changes in detail. His work offers valuable insights into the
adaptation of prehistoric communities to the natural environ-
ment and the socio-economic factors influencing their distribu-
tion and development. From the dynamics of settlement develop-
ment, we then move on to the equally interesting find of a bread
loaf idol dating to the very end of the Early Bronze Age. Gerhard
Trnka, in his article ‘Another find of a bread loaf idol from north-
ern Lower Austria’, presents an important artefact that expands
our knowledge of symbolic expressions and cult practices in pre-
history and the technology of producing these objects.

The issue continues with the Middle Bronze Age, specifically
the period of the Tumulus culture, which is the subject of two
contributions. In their article “The settlement and burial site of
the Tumulus culture at Zohor’, Pavol Bobek and Kristian Elschek
introduce us to the comprehensive results of research on the site,
which provided evidence of both the everyday life and organisa-
tion of the settlements and the burial rituals of the inhabitants of
that time. A complementary view of burial practices is offered by
Jakub Godi$ in his study ‘Circular burial features of of the Tumu-
lus culture in the northern Carpathian Basin’. The author focuses
on a specific type of funerary monuments, their construction,
symbolism, and wider cultural context within a large geographi-
cal area. Contributions focused on Bronze Age research are en-
riched by the important synthetic work of Carol Kacs6 entitled
‘Clarifying the past: A synthesis of the research history of the
Suciu de Sus culture according to sites and finds from the epon-
ymous village’. This contribution critically evaluates the current
research on the Suciu de Sus culture, summarizes key finds and
sites, and identifies promising directions for future research.

New knowledge about human activities from the Bronze Age
at an important Eneolithic hillfort is provided by the study by
Filip Sev¢ik and Matéj Kmosek ‘Evidence of post-Eneolithic hu-
man activities at the Hlinsko — Nad Zbruzovym site’. The authors
conducted a revision analysis of some metal artefacts previously
associated with the Eneolithic settlement and in one case proved
that the material was bronze, which changed the previous view
of the interpretation of one of the important find situations.

Non-destructive methods including remote sensing play an
important role in contemporary archaeology. In their paper ‘Ad-
ditional enclosures in south and central Moravia revealed by ae-
rial archaeology’, Jaromir Kovarnik, Senior and Jaromir Kovarnik,
Junior demonstrate the potential of aerial photography in identi-
fying previously unknown enclosures. Their work not only ex-
pands the map of prehistoric enclosures or fortified sites, but also
emphasizes the benefits of modern technologies for the protec-
tion and understanding of our cultural heritage.

The article by a team of authors led by Tomds Mangel intro-
duces us to the Hallstatt period: ‘A landscape without treasures?
East Bohemia in the Hallstatt period from the perspective of
hoards’. This study reflects on the specifics of the East Bohemian
region in relation to the phenomenon of the deposition of mass
finds and poses the provocative question of whether the absence
or smaller number of hoards reflects the real historical situation
or is rather a consequence of the state of research. The article
thus opens a discussion on regional differences in ritual prac-
tices and the interpretation of archaeological sources. The La
Tene period is represented by David Spacil’s study ‘Chemical
composition of Moravian La Téne anklets and their fillings’. The
author focuses on the material aspects of typical artefacts of
Celtic culture using modern analytical methods.

We conclude the block of reviewed studies with a look at the
Migration period. In her article ‘Glass vessels in graves from the
5th century in the Middle Danube region’, Barbora Vymazalova
analyses prestigious finds of glass vessels from grave contexts.
Her work sheds light not only on the burial rites of the elite
strata of society, but also documents the long-distance trade
contacts and cultural influences that shaped the Middle Danube
region in this era of human history.

We believe that the presented studies will interest you with
their thematic diversity, methodological precision, and interpre-
tative depth. Each of the articles represents a significant contri-
bution to the mosaic of our knowledge about the past and at the
same time raises new questions that will inspire future genera-
tions of researchers.

An integral part of the journals the section Overview of ex-
cavations in Moravia and Silesia, which provides information on
findings and research by authorised institutions and amateur
collaborators in the previous period. In the current issue, you
will find reports covering the period from the Paleolithic to the
Migration period.

The Varia section brings up-to-date and diverse information
about events in the field of archaeology and also at the Institute
of Archaeology of the Czech Academy of Sciences in Brno. In the
first article, Baldzs Komordczy, Jahana Maliskova and Pavla Ru-
zickova traditionally summarise the activities of the MuSov Vi-
sitor Centre — Gateway to the Roman Empire for 2024. The fo-
llowing are three articles dedicated to important conference
events in the spring of 2025. In March, an international confe-
rence was held at the Institute of Archaeology of the Czech Aca-
demy of Sciences in Brno to commemorate the 100th anniver-
sary of the birth of the prominent researcher Bohuslav Klima,
which was reported on by Ondrej Hercik. Zuzana Holubova re-
ports on the April meeting ‘Archaeological excavations in Mora-
via and Silesia in 2024, the 31st year of which was held again at
Spilberk Castle. Martijn A. Wijnhoven and Baldzs Komordczy
report on the 21st edition of the prestigious ‘Roman Military
Equipment Conference’ (RoOMEC), which took place in Brno this
June, partly on the premises of the Faculty of Arts of Masaryk
University, partly at the Institute of Archaeology of the Czech
Academy of Sciences, Brno. Zdenka Filipova reports on the next
awarding of the Golden Mammoth Award for the popularisation
of archaeology. Stefan Leczycki’s article follows on from dedica-
ted studies and summarises the contribution of Stanislav Stuch-
lik and his wife Jana Stuchlikovd to the research of the Early
Bronze Age in the Upper River Oder area. The entire section is



concluded by Pavel Koufil’s remembrance of the recently decea-
sed Prof. Alexander T. Ruttkay.

Allow us to thank all the authors for their valuable contribu-
tions, the reviewers for their careful and constructive work, and
the entire editorial team for the effort they devoted to the prepa-
ration of this issue.

We wish you, dear readers, many stimulating and inspiring
moments spent reading the pages of the new issue of our journal.

Important editorial information

Dear colleagues,

Please allow us, especially as contributors to the Prehled vy-
zkumii journal, to inform you of the editorial changes that will
come into effect from the next edition, i.e. PV 67/1. They concern
the acceptance or publication of reports in the section Overview
of excavations in Moravia and Silesia, and result from the amend-
ment to Act No. 20/1987 Coll., on state monument care, valid
from 1 January 2025, or from the editorial policy published in
the Editorial of Piehled vyzkumii 64/2 (https://www.arub.cz/
wp-content/uploads/PV-64_2_00_ok.pdf).

The following changes will be made from the issue PV 67/1:

1) The item ‘Place of storage of the find’ will not be part of the
form and will therefore not be included in the header of the
reports. In most cases, this has so far been information about
the temporary storage of movable archaeological finds, the
management of which, in the case of finds representing re-
gional property, is currently formalised by gradually issued
regional regulations. Long-term valid information about the
place of storage of finds is permanently searchable under the
link to the event in AMCR, or in AMCR in the registration
sheet of the attached find report. If the information about the
place of storage (temporary, permanent) represents a rele-
vant contribution to the content of the report itself, it can
continue to be included in its text part.

2) A new mandatory form item will be included for sending the
report: ‘AMCR/AMCR-PAS project number’. Without filling
itin, it will no longer be possible to send the report (this field
was previously ‘optional’). In accordance with the gradually
adopted regional regulations and in accordance with the con-
tractually regulated obligations of authorized organisations
regarding the use of AMCR, stating the AMCR event number
isalogical and simple step that will gradually also fundamen-
tally improve the coherence and clarity of information on
archaeological research. For reports informing about the re-
sults of the activities of amateur collaborators of authorised
organizations, this item can include the project number of
the survey type, or the number under which a specific find is
registered in AMCR-PAS. For amateur contributors who are
currently not registered in AMCR-PAS, the institution that
publishes the Prehled vyzkumii journal offers its support in
finding a suitable and legal procedure for registering and
publishing their finds.

After the above changes, the exported text will contain infor-
mation about AMCR/AMCR-PAS (event number) in the header of
the report instead of information about the storage of the find,
as well as a complete citation including DOI in the References
column of each individual report. In case of any questions, please
contact the journal’s editorial office at pv@arub.cz.

A new feature that you will find in this issue of the Prehled
vyzkumit journal is the application of the share of the authors of
the reviewed studies according to the taxonomy ‘CRediT author-
ship contribution statement’ (https://credit.niso.org/).
