Vazené Ctenarky a vazeni ¢tenafi,

dostévate do rukou nové ¢islo ¢asopisu Piehled vyzkumd,
které je vyjime¢né zaméfenim vétsiny studii na obdobi stiedoveku.
Autoti své prispévky vénovali prof. PhDr. Josefu Ungerovi, CSc.,
nestorovi moravské archeologie, ktery v lonském roce oslavil své
80. narozeniny a stdle pokracuje v archeologickém, historickém
ivlastivédném baddni. Jsme radi, ze miizeme timto zptsobem vy-
jadrit diky za jeho praci na poli archeologie stfedoveku, které za-
svetil cely svij profesni zivot. Predkladané studie pojednavaji
o vyzkumech zaniklych vesnic, opevnénych sidel, $ibenic ¢i drob-
nych vyrobnich zatizeni, coz jsou témata, jimiz se ve své védecké
¢innosti zabyval i prof. J. Unger.

Pfed samotnym , stfedovekym blokem“ studii si vas dovolujeme
upozornit na ¢lanek Hany a Ivana Cizmatovych, vénovany ndleziim
jantaru na Moravé z doby laténské. Badatelsky terénni vyzkum
v Néméicich (okr. Prostéjov) v letech 2021 a 2022 ptinesl pozoru-
hodné poznatky, autorim se podaftilo odkryt specializovanou dilnu
na zpracovani jantaru, kterd se svym vyznamem fadi k ndleziim
z oppid Staré Hradisko nebo Stradonice. Detailni rozbor ziskanych
nalezii a doprovodné analyzy potvrzuji predstavu Némcic jako vy-
znamného nadregiondlniho centra s obchodni a vyrobni funkei.

Soubor studii zamérenych na stfedovek otevird prace Michala
Zezuly o terénnim vyzkumu fary ve Stéboticich u Opavy v letech
2012 a 2015. Starsi dfevohlinéné faze datované do 13. a 14. stoleti,
odkryté pod podlahou stavajici fary, naznacuji dle autora podob-
nost obydli duchovnich s tehdejsimi méstanskymi domy,
napt. v blizké kralovské Opaveé. Obdobny charakter a velikost sté-
botického suterénu s identickym nalezem na fate v Moravské Ost-
ravé navic vyvolavaji uvahy o obecném feseni farnich objektt
v moravskoslezském pomezi. Bddani{ v této oblasti je vSak zatim
spise v pocdtcich.

Clanek Pavla Drnovského a Jitiho Ungera zevrubné informuje
o vyzkumu sttedovéké fortifikace Uhlejov (okr. Ji¢in) zvané
Sluspark. Opevnéna poloha byla jiz od druhé poloviny 19. stoletf
predmétem zdjmu mistopisci, ktef{ ji tradi¢né povazovali za rané¢
sttedovékou. Odborny tym v$ak na zakladé starsich i novejsich
terénnich vyzkumi a nedestruktivnich prizkumi tyto Gvahy pre-
sveédcive odmitl. Vznik fortifikace byl zasazen pted polovinu 13. sto-
leti a jeji existenci autofi ddvaji do souvislosti s obecnéj$im trendem
konsolidace majetkovych domén v tomto obdobi.

Bronislav Gruna a Michal Vagner se ve svém ptispévku zaby-
vaji zaniklou stfedovékou vesnici Martinice s cilem predstavit vy-
sledky komplexniho nedestruktivniho vyzkumu, ktery kombinoval
analyzu pisemnych a kartografickych prament, data z ddlkového
archeologického priizkumu, povrchové a detektorové sbéry a geo-
fyzikdlni prospekeci.

Studie Zdenka Omelky tematicky navazuje na pfedchozi pii-
spévek a obdobnymi nedestruktivnimi metodami osvétluje minu-
lost jiné zaniklé vsi ve stejném regionu, ktera je pod nazvem Onsov
poprvé uvadéna v pisemnych pramenech v poloviné 13. stoleti.
Diky dikladnému prizkumu a analyze ziskanych artefaktii se po-
darilo zalozeni vsi posunout do 11. stoleti a bylo interpretovano
jeji prostorové rozvrzeni.

Cilem ¢lanku Petra Kosa vénovaného se vapence v Bfeziné
u Kftin bylo zejména ovéfeni uvah o stfedovéké huti pod Vysokou.
Sonddz topenisté pece a ndsledné vyhodnoceni nélezového souboru
potvrdily prvotni predpoklady a zasadily vznik pece do druhé po-
loviny 13. stoleti az pocatku 14. stoleti. Cely nalez je hodnocen v
kontextu Sirsiho okolf, Brna nevyjimaje. Podnétna je zejména ivaha
autora o puvodu okrsku, ktery se mohl podilet na vystavbé¢ objektti

zabrdovické premonstratské kanonie, do které ndlezel naptiklad
i klaster ve K¥tinach. Prdci uzavird obecnéjsi myslenka, ze velké
vicekandlové vapenické pece mohly byt dokonce obecnym projevem
stfedoveké kolonizace jizni ¢asti Moravského krasu.

Nasleduje studie, v niz kolektiv autorti pod vedenim Miroslava
Dejmala otevira otazku vyvoje opevnéni mésta Veseli nad Moravou,
které bylo v minulosti zndmé zejména na zakladé nepiimych pisem-
nych zprav a ikonografie. Archeologické vyzkumy provedené v po-
slednich letech odhalily useky opevneéni, ¢asti bast a jedné brany.
Na zaklad¢ u¢inénych terénnich zjisténi a vyhodnoceni nalezt byla
vystavba hradeb zasazena do obdobi po poloviné 15. stoleti a poda-
tilo se ¢aste¢né osvétlit i jejich stavebni vyvoj. Jedna se o velmi cenny
poznatek zejména s ohledem na historicky vyvoj vychodni Moravy
v pozdnim stfedovéku a na poc¢atku novoveku.

Posledni studie recenzované ¢dsti ¢asopisu se vénuje specific-
kému tématu stfedovékych a novovékych exekuci, jehoz systema-
ticky vyzkum v na$ich zemich zahdjil pravé Josef Unger. Studie
Robina Pénicky je zaméfena na vzacné se vyskytujici kosterni
ostatky détf a juvenilnich jedincti v prostoru archeologicky zkou-
manych Sibenic. Pfedmétem detailniho bioarcheologického vy-
zkumu byl neporuseny skelet 12-13 let starého ditéte z Bystrice
nad Pern$tejnem, u né¢hoz nebyla shledana zadna stopa popravy.
Jde o cenny stiipek k pozndni Zivota v pfedindustridlnim obdobi.

V tradi¢nim nerecenzovaném oddile Pfehled vyzkumi na Mo-
ravé a ve Slezsku informuji ptispévatelé o nejnovéjsich ndlezech
a vyzkumech opravnénych instituci i amatérskych spolupracov-
nikd k obdobi stfedoveéku a novovéku. Pfipominame, ze od dalsiho
¢isla ¢asopisu bude mozné publikovat zpravy s ¢islem AMCR/
AMCR-PAS (viz Dulezité informace redakce v ivodniku P¥ehledu
vyzkumt 66/1).

Oddil Varia pfinasi jednak opét ohlédnuti za aktudlnim déni
v archeologii, jednak kratké prispévky dedikované také profesoru
Josefu Ungerovi. Mezi stalice zimniho ¢isla Prehledu vyzkumu pa-
i text informujici o priubehu a novinkdch celorepublikové popula-
riza¢ni akce Archeologické 1éto od Zdenky Filipové, Kristiny Zan-
nikos a Katefiny Kleinové. Archeologicky ustav AV éR, Brno, v. v.i.
(ARUB), hostil v z4#i tohoto roku letn{ $kolu zaméfenou na 3D do-
kumentaci a fotogrammetrii v archeologii a zpravu o ni podala dvo-
jice z organizdtorského tymu David Spécil a Zuzana Kopdcovd.
V tomtéz mésici probéhl na vjzkumné zikladné ARUB v Mikuléicich
workshop zaméreny na archeologicky post-processing a studium
pravékych technologii. O bohaty program a dojmy ze setkdni se ve
svém prispévku podélili Jaroslav Bartik, Sona Boriova a Ondfej Her-
¢ik. S vénovénim prof. J. Ungerovi jsou publikovany dalsi tfi krdtké
¢lanky. Trojici otevira Josef Kovar referujici o vybranych lokalitdch
zkoumanych jubilantem mnohdy i pred desitkamilet, a to s ohledem
najejich souc¢asny stav, pamatkové zajisténi a prezentaci vefejnosti.
Kratkym ¢ldnkem k problematice zaniklych stfedovékych vesnic
v pocétcich ¢eské archeologie prispél prof. J. Ungerovi Karel Sklenar
a svUj historicky zamérfeny text k poznani kléru na Brnénsku ve
13. stoleti dedikuje oslavenci Dana Zapletalovd. Smutnou teckou
nerecenzovaného oddilu Variif je vzpominka Pavla Koufila na ze-
snulého kolegu doc. PhDr. Vratislava Jandka, CSc.

Na zavér bychom chtéli touto cestou podékovat autorim a au-
torkam za jejich studie i krat$i nerecenzované prispeévky a ¢tend-
flim a ¢tendfkdm za trvajici prizen. V neposledni fadé pfejeme vsem
piijemny vstup do nového roku a at se v ném vSe dari.

Dear readers,

You are receiving a new issue of the Prehled vyzkumii journal,
which is exceptional in that most of the studies focus on the Middle
Ages. The authors dedicated their contributions to Prof. PhDr. Josef
Unger, CSc., the important person of Moravian archaeology, who
celebrated his 80th birthday last year, and still continues his ar-
chaeological, historical, and local history research. We are pleased
to be able to express our gratitude in this way for his work in the
field of medieval archaeology, to which he has dedicated his entire
professional life. The presented studies deal with research into
deserted villages, fortified settlements, gallows, or small produc-
tion facilities, which are topics that Prof. J. Unger also devoted his
scientific work to.

Before the ‘medieval block’ of studies, we would like to draw
your attention to the article by Hana Cizmafové and Ivan Cizmat,
dedicated to amber finds in Moravia from the La Téne period. Field
research in Némcice (Prostéjov District) in 2021 and 2022 brought
remarkable finds; the authors managed to uncover a specialised
amber processing workshop, which ranks in importance with the
finds from the oppida of Staré Hradisko or Stradonice. A detailed
analysis of the finds and accompanying analyses confirm the idea
of Némcice as an important supra-regional centre with a trade and
production function.

The collection of studies focused on the Middle Ages opens
with the work of Michal Zezula on the field research of the rectory
in Stébofice near Opavain 2012 and 2015. According to the author,
older wood-clay phases dating back to the 13th and 14th centuries,
discovered under the floor of the current rectory, indicate the sim-
ilarity of the clergy’s dwellings with the burgher houses of the
time, for example, in the nearby royal town of Opava. The similar
character and size of the Stéborice basement with an identical find
in the rectory in Moravskd Ostrava also raise questions about the
general design of parish buildings in the Moravian-Silesian border-
land. However, research in this area remains in its early stages.

The article by Pavel Drnovsky and Jifi Unger provides detailed
information on the research of the medieval fortification of Uhle-
jov (Ji¢in District) called Sluspark. The fortified location has been
the subject of interest of topographers since the second half of the
19th century, who traditionally considered it to be early medieval.
However, the expert team, based on earlier and more recent field
research and non-destructive surveys, convincingly rejected these
considerations. The fortification was established before the middle
of the 13th century, and the authors link its existence to the more
general trend of consolidation of property domains in this period.

In their article, Bronislav Gruna and Michal Vagner deal with
the deserted medieval village of Martinice with the aim of present-
ing the results of comprehensive non-destructive research that
combined the analysis of written and cartographic sources, data
from remote archaeological surveys, surface and detector collec-
tions and geophysical prospecting.

Zdenék Omelka’s study thematically follows up on the previ-
ous article and uses similar non-destructive methods to shed light
on the past of another deserted village in the same region, which
is first mentioned in written sources under the name Onsov in the
mid-13th century. Thanks to a thorough research and analysis of
the acquired artefacts, the foundation of the village was moved to
the 11th century, and its spatial layout was interpreted.

The aim of Petr Kos’s article dealing with the lime kiln at Bre-
zina near Kftiny was primarily to verify hypotheses concerning
a medieval limeworks beneath Vysoka Hill. Test excavations of
the kiln’s firing chamber and subsequent evaluation of the assem-
blage confirmed the initial assumptions and dated the construc-
tion of the kiln to the second half of the 13th century or the early

14th century. The find is assessed within the broader regional
context, including the city of Brno. Particularly stimulating is the
author’s consideration of the origin of the district, which may
have contributed to the construction of buildings of the Premon-
stratensian canonry at Zabrdovice, to which, for example, the
monastery at Kitiny also belonged. The paper concludes with the
more general idea that large multi-flue lime kilns may even rep-
resent a common manifestation of medieval colonisation in the
southern part of the Moravian Karst.

A study follows in which a team of authors led by Miroslav
Dejmal broaches the question of the development of the town for-
tifications of Veseli nad Moravou, which was known in the past
mainly on the basis of indirect written mentions and iconography.
Archaeological research carried out in recent years has revealed
sections of the fortifications, parts of towers and a gate. Based on
the field finds and evaluation of the artefacts, the construction of
the walls was placed in the period after the mid-15th century and
its construction development was partially illuminated. This is
very valuable information, especially with regard to the historical
development of eastern Moravia in the Late Middle Ages and the
beginning of the Early Modern period.

The last study of the peer-reviewed part of the journal is devoted
to the specific topic of medieval and modern executions, the sys-
tematic research of which in our lands was initiated by Josef Unger.
Robin Pénicka’s study focuses on the rarely occurring skeletal re-
mains of children and juveniles in the area of archaeologically in-
vestigated gallows. The subject of detailed bioarchaeological re-
search was the intact skeleton of a 12-13-year-old child from Bysttice
nad Perns$tejnem, on which no trace of execution was found. It is
a valuable piece for understanding life in the pre-industrial period.

In the traditional non-reviewed section of Overview of exca-
vations in Moravia and Silesia, contributors provide information
on the latest finds and research by authorised institutions and am-
ateur collaborators on the Middle Ages and the Modern period. We
would like to remind you that from the next issue of the journal it
will be possible to publish only reports with the number AMCR/
AMCR-PAS (see the Important editorial information in the intro-
ductory part of Piehled vyzkumii 66/1).

The Varia section brings a look back at current events in ar-
chaeology, as well as short contributions dedicated to Professor
Josef Unger. Among the regulars of the winter issue of Prehled
vyzkumii is a text informing about the progress and news of the
nationwide popularisation event Archaeological Summer by
Zdenka Filipovd, Kristina Zannikos and Katefina Kleinova. In Sep-
tember of this year, the Institute of Archaeology of the Czech
Academy of Sciences, Brno (ARUB) hosted a summer school fo-
cused on 3D documentation and photogrammetry in archaeology,
and areport on it was given by a pair of the organising team, David
Spacil and Zuzana Kopac¢ovd. In the same month, a workshop fo-
cused on archaeological post-processing and the study of prehis-
toric technologies was held at the ARUB research base in Mi-
kulc¢ice. In their contributions, Jaroslav Bartik, Sonia Boriova and
Ondrej Hercik shared the rich programme and their impressions
of the meeting. Three more short articles are published with a ded-
ication to Prof. J. Unger. The trio is opened by Josef Jan Kovér, who
reports on selected localities that were often investigated by the
honouree even decades ago, with regard to their current state, her-
itage protection, and presentation to the public. Karel Sklenai con-
tributed a short article to Prof. J. Unger on the issue of deserted
medieval villages in the early days of Czech archaeology, and Dana
Zapletalova dedicated her historically focused text on the clergy in
the Brno region in the 13th century to the celebrant. The sad end
of the unreviewed section Varia is Pavel Koufil’s memory of his
colleague doc. PhDr. Vratislav Janak, CSc.



Finally, we would like to take this opportunity to thank the
authors for their studies and shorter, non-reviewed contributions,
and the readers for their continued support. Last but not least, we
wish everyone a pleasant start to the new year and may all go well
in it.
