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Foreword

Editorial and publishing activities have a long tradition at ARUB and have existed de-facto since
the beginnings of the institute. The comprehensive editorial concept is based on the continuity

of several editorial series ranging from purely scientific works to popularisation and presentation
outputs. The pivotal activity is the publication of the peer-reviewed journal Pfehled vyzkumd, which
is indexed by the Scopus database. The publishing is financed from multiple sources. The three
most important are the institute's overheads, grant financing and funds from the Editorial Board of
the Czech Academy of Sciences.

ARUB publishes seven independent book series:

Spisy Archeologického Gstavu AV CR Brno (Written Works of the Institute of Archaeology of
the Czech Academy of Sciences, Brno) — the basic editorial series of the institute. Scientific
monographs are published as the basic publication outputs of the teams or individual researchers,
both from ARUB and externally.

Studie Archeologického Gstavu AV CR, Brno (Studies of the Institute of Archaeology of
the Czech Academy of Sciences, Brno) — small-format publications focused primarily on the
publication of archaeological material.

Dolnovéstonické studie (DVS; Dolni Véstonice Studies) — the series publishes key materials
on interdisciplinary research of the Paleolithic sites in the foothills of the Pavlov Hills and
on Paleolithic and Mesolithic research on a global scale.

Studien zum Burgwall von Mikuléice (SBM; Mikuléice Stronghold Studies) — the series
publishes thematically focused blocks of contributions on issues related to the Slavic stronghold
in Mikul€ice and its hinterland.

Internationale Tagungen in Mikuléice (ITM; International Conferences in Mikuléice) —

the proceedings devoted to the publication of contributions from the international conferences
in MikulCice that are organised on selected issues of the Early Middle Ages research in Central
Europe.

Mikulgice-pravodce (Mikuléice-Guide Series) — a popularisation series that presents the
results of archaeological research in Mikul€ice in an attractive form to the general public.

Flussarchaologie in Mikuléice (River Archaeology in Mikuléice) — a series specialising in the
phenomenon of water in the context of Great Moravian Mikul&ice.

Pfehled vyzkum (Overview of Research) — archaeological peer-reviewed journal indexed by the
Scopus database. The journal is published twice a year and covers periods from the Paleolithic to
the 20th century in Central Europe.

Joint publications — ARUB occasionally collaborates on the publication of books with other
archaeological institutions and renowned domestic and foreign publishing houses. ARUB also
participates in the publication of the Archaeologia Historica journal, which is published twice a year.

The collective monograph presents eighteen contributions from leading Central European
specialists in Paleolithic archaeology, Quaternary geology, anthropology, paleoecology, and other
related fields studying the Pleistocene and Holocene. Individual chapters, presenting information
from new research, results of the analyses, or newly published studlies, cover various areas and
topics related to the interdisciplinary research of the Stone Age in Central Europe (sources of

stone raw materials, the technology of artefact production, settlement and subsistence strategies,
chronological relationships, and paleoecological reconstructions). Although the authors use different
approaches and methods in their works, the unifying element of this colourful mosaic is the effort
to show how a wide range of archaeological sources can be interpreted and explained in different
ways and how they can be used for further research. In this sense, archaeological explanations and
interpretations represent a fascinating and never-ending journey of learning about our past.

The major emphasis is on the combination of archaeological and natural
science methods of research, which is aimed at the local environmental transformations.

As a result, we now have a detailed idea of the development of the environment, especially
vegetation, which directly affected the life of prehistoric populations. For the first time, it is
possible to define the Late Mesolithic period - the time when hunter-gatherer communities lived
side-by-side with the Neolithic agricultural population. Attention is also focused on the settlement
development of sandstone rock towns in later prehistory. The dominance of pastoralism within
sparsely fertile forests is newly proven. A significant part of the book is a catalogue with studied
sites and their documentation.

The information gathered over the last few
decades has to date only been published fragmentarily in a number of journals and books.
Therefore, the author aims to provide all the available information to the reader in one place and
in English. The conclusion of the book proposes a hypothetical cultural evolutionary model based

on current knowledge.

The presented publication contributes to the discussion about
the Mesolithic period on the European level: the settlement structure, hunter-gatherer adaptations
and specialisations, unique anthropological finds, and finally a complex study of its demise and
relation to the succeeding Neolithic period.

of buried individuals is evidenced by the costly grave construction and rich grave goods.

The burials were situated both in the cemetery and inside the sacral building. The book provides
information about the excavation, the documentation method and the processing of the
archaeological material. The key part of the publication is the catalogue with an exhaustive list
of graves and finds, including their description, drawing and photo documentation.

of state-of-the-art techniques for the extraction of plant macroremains from archaeological
deposits, it was possible to collect a vast archaeobotanical assemblage that was substantially
varied in terms of the origin of the samples. Detailed knowledge of the archaeological context

of the samples enabled to conduct taphonomic, mathematic and ecological analyses. The study
addresses the production of crops and the supply of the settlement agglomeration with foodstuffs
of plant origin.

studied extramural settlement in MikulCice. It contributes to the knowledge of the so-called minor
settlement areas of early medieval strongholds, which were traditionally associated with crafts and
partly with agriculture, but generally with providing services to the power centres.

The book, based on the author's dissertation, uses a specific archaeological assemblage of pottery
marks in an attempt to better understand the level of social and political complexity of early medieval,
and especially Great Moravian, society. The author created a model of the economic and social
complexity of 9th-century Moravia to fully exploit the potential of this assemblage. This model, which
primarily focuses on the presumed core of Great Moravia, is subsequently tested by the assemblage
of ceramic fragments with pottery marks from the power and economic centres in MikulCice,
Breclav-Pohansko, Staré Zamky in Brno-Liser, Staré Mésto near Uherské Hradisté and the burial
sites in Pru$anky and Nechvalin.

Morphologically,
the collection of siliceous axes is extremely varied. The diversity of such can be explained by

The most extensive set of archaeological evidence of the war events
comes from the Czech Republic, Slovakia and Austria and is presented in the comprehensive and
richly illustrated final chapter of the book.
