Foreword

Editorial and publishing activities have a long tradition at Institute of Archaeology of the Czech Acade-
my of Sciences, Brno (ARUB) and have existed de-facto since the beginnings of the institute. The com-
prehensive editorial concept is based on the continuity of several editorial series ranging from purely
scientific works to popularisation and presentation outputs. The pivotal activity is the publication of the
peer-reviewed journal Pfehled vyzkumda, which is indexed by the Scopus database. The publishing is
financed from multiple sources. The three most important are the institute's overheads, grant financing
and funds from the Editorial Board of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

ARUB publishes seven independent book series:

Spisy Archeologického stavu AV CR Brno (Written Works of the Institute of Archaeology of the Czech
Academy of Sciences, Brno) — the basic editorial series of the institute. Scientific monographs are pub-
lished as the basic publication outputs of the teams or individual researchers, both from ARUB and externally.
Studie Archeologického tstavu AV CR, Brno (Studies of the Institute of Archaeology of the Czech
Academy of Sciences, Brno) — small-format publications focused primarily on the publication of
archaeological material.

Dolnovéstonické studie (DVS; Dolni Véstonice Studies) — the series publishes key materials on
interdisciplinary research of the Paleolithic sites in the foothills of the Pavlov Hills and on Paleolithic and
Mesolithic research on a global scale.

Studien zum Burgwall von Mikulcice (SBM; MikulCice Stronghold Studies) — the series publishes thema-
tically focused blocks of contributions on issues related to the Slavic stronghold in Mikul€ice and its hinterland.
Internationale Tagungen in MikulGice (ITM; International Conferences in Mikuléice) —

the proceedings devoted to the publication of contributions from the international conferences

in MikulCice that are organised on selected issues of the Early Middle Ages research in Central Europe.
MikulGice-pravodce (Mikuléice-Guide Series) — a popularisation series that presents the results of
archaeological research in Mikul€ice in an attractive form to the general public.

Flussarchdologie in Mikulgice (River Archaeology in MikulEice) — a series specialising in the
phenomenon of water in the context of Great Moravian Mikulcice.

Journals:

Prehled vyzkum( (Overview of Research) — archaeological peer-reviewed journal indexed by the
Scopus database. The journal is published twice a year and covers periods from the Paleolithic to the
20th century in Central Europe.

Numismaticky sbornik (Numismatic Review) — peer-reviewed journal focused on presenting research
in the field of numismatics from antiquity to the early modern period, primarily in Central Europe. The
journal is published twice a year; since 2025, it has been co-published by ARUB and the Institute of
Philosophy of the Czech Academy of Sciences.

renowned domestic and foreign publishing houses. ARUB also participates in the publication of the
Archaeologia Historica journal, which is published twice a year.

As a result, we now have a detailed idea of the development of the environment, especially
vegetation, which directly affected the life of prehistoric populations. For the first time, it is
possible to define the Late Mesolithic period - the time when hunter-gatherer communities lived
side-by-side with the Neolithic agricultural population. Attention is also focused on the settlement
development of sandstone rock towns in later prehistory. The dominance of pastoralism within
sparsely fertile forests is newly proven. A significant part of the book is a catalogue with studied
sites and their documentation.

Such
findings not only served for scientific purposes but also became part of the general perception and
protection of the unique landscape. The presented publication contributes to the discussion about
the Mesolithic period on the European level: the settlement structure, hunter-gatherer adaptations
and specialisations, unique anthropological finds, and finally a complex study of its demise and
relation to the succeeding Neolithic period.

By means of a catalogue and scientific evaluation, the publication presents gombiky, typically hollow
spherical clothing accessories crafted from sheet metal found at central Great Moravian cemeteries
commonly linked to the 9th-century elite milieu. The work is based on an analysis utilising theoretical
modelling and a comparison of data from multiple scientific disciplines. Technical and technological
data related to the gombiky were used for the analysis; these data were compared with the age and
gender of the individuals buried with them and then placed in the spatial framework of the Great
Moravia. Ideologically similar artefacts found in the territory stretching from Europe to Central Asia
were also studied. The major outcome is a hypothetical mechanism for the change in the function of
gombiky in the living culture of the period, which could reflect the dynamic of Great Moravian society.
Yet another important aspect of the work is the verification of the possibility of theoretical modelling
and the method of comparing data for the research of early medieval burial sources.

The book tells the story of the Mohelnice gravel pit research through period visual documentation -
the first extensive archaeological research in Czechoslovakia, focused primarily on the period of the
first farmers. It was here that archaeologists first discovered the floor plans of long Neolithic houses
and explored an Early Neolithic well. The research was led in the 1950s to 1970s by Rudolf Tichy
from the Institute of Archaeology of the Czechoslovak Academy of Sciences. In the early years,
amateur archaeologists connected to the Mohelnice municipal museum — Josef Horky and Vladimir
Kapl - also significantly participated in the research. Originally, rescue excavation gradually grew
into systematic research lasting a total of thirteen field seasons. During this time, archaeologists
explored almost four hectares and uncovered 337 features dating to the Neolithic, Eneolithic,
Bronze Age, La Téne, and Roman periods.

The publication offers a comprehensive insight into the technology of high medieval pottery production
in Central Europe (1250-1400), based on a multidisciplinary analysis of kiln loads from archaeologically
investigated pottery kilns in the Bohemian-Moravian Highlands, eastern Moravia, and Lower Austria,
complemented by the results of 12 seasons of experimental archaeology covering all stages of the
production chain. Analyses of ceramic fabrics confirm their predominantly local origin while also
revealing a preference for specific material properties. Within the forming process, four transitional
phases in the involvement of rotational kinetic energy during coil-based vessel production were
identified and experimentally verified. The results of experimental firings helped reconstruct both the
operational use of the studied kilns and the production of ceramics corresponding to medieval wares.
The book provides new insights into the topography of workshops in different settlement environments
and into the social status of potters within the broader European context.

The volume includes a comprehensive
catalogue of Moravian vessel burials with drawn and photographic documentation, as well as an
overview of Central European finds and their cartographic distribution.

Hluboky Castle near Hruba Voda in the Olomouc region, founded before the middle of the 14th century
by Bishop Jan Volek, the illegitimate son of Vaclav Il, soon became feudal property. It was held at
the beginning of the 15th century by the Hussite governors Petr Holy and Dobeslav Puchala, who
transformed the castle into a Hussite stronghold in Moravia. The castle garrison participated in the
blockade of Olomouc in 1425-1426, leading to the siege and conquest of the castle in 1426 by the
estate army. The castle was never rebuilt and, hence, existed for roughly only 80 years. Thanks to
its short history, the castle is an ideal site for the study of the medieval material culture of Moravia
and the broader Central European territory. Archaeological finds made thus far help clarify the
chronology of medieval ceramics, while metal artefacts provide valuable insight into the final phase
of the castle’s life. The assemblage of militaria, testifying to the dramatic circumstances surrounding
the demise of the castle, brings important information on the weapons and gear of warriors at the
time of the Hussite Revolution.

This model, which
primarily focuses on the presumed core of Great Moravia, is subsequently tested by the assemblage
of ceramic fragments with pottery marks from the power and economic centres in MikulCice,
Breclav-Pohansko, Staré Zamky in Brno-Liseri, Staré Mésto near Uherské Hradisté and the burial
sites in Pru$anky and Nechvalin. The results of the mutual comparison of individual imprints of
pottery marks and the analysis of their spatial distribution both present the potential for further study
of this archaeological source and provide the unorthodox model of Great Moravia its basic credibility.

The publication examines silicite axes and chisels, which represent a special type of chipped
stone industry in the prehistoric period. In the territory of the Czech Republic, they occur relatively
rarely and known finds are usually dated to the Late Eneolithic and Early Bronze Age periods.

In terms of the raw material, they were primarily made of silicites from glacigene sediments (flint)
and to a lesser extent from Polish raw materials. Local raw materials were used to a negligible
extent. Silicite axes and chisels are evidence of intensive contact between the Czech territory and
areas north of the Czech Republic, where the production centres could be found. Morphologically,
the collection of siliceous axes is extremely varied. The diversity of such can be explained by

the peripheral position of the Czech Republic in relation to production centres in southern
Scandinavia, and central and southern Poland.
